aud obstruct aud harass by political
prosecutions In unfriendly fiands
adverse majorities in the cities of
the North. To carry on this scheme
of Imperial government millions of
dollars will be taxed from our peo-
ple aud thejuuIcLiry of the United
estates prostituted to the basest

In the management of
elections and under those invasions
the liberties of our people will be
left for safety to partis.au juries in
the federal courts. conioed entirely
of men of the party in lower."

The protest apeals to American
freemen, w ithout regard to party, to
enter a timely protest, by way of
(lubllc meeting or otherwise, against
this consolidation of government,
destruction of popular rights and
the ery found-ttia- of American
liberty, as tills vicious and unpatrio-
tic measure Is a nio- -t serious men-
ace to the verj life of the republic
The Issue be Mull a political party
elect Itself and keep itself In lower
by paid agents, who are to control
political elections in all the States?

"Classical quotation," said Dr.
Johnson, "Is the parole of literarv
men all over the world." Lord
Chesterfield told his son to cultivate
the classics that he might shine in
elegant society. But Johnson is
only a study now and Chesterfield
Is a synonyn for snob. They and
the classics are practically played
out.

Who ever hears a classical quo-
tation ip polite conversation now?
The man who would attempt it
would be guyed In a quiet way, or
else his remark would cause a vacant
smile. A classical quotation seldom
appears In a newspaper, and almost
as seldom in a magazine. If It does
occur in the latter its sense is likely
to bo given iu a foot note. These
quotations have likewise disappear-
ed at the beginning ct chapters in
novels and they are almost totally
banished from the main text. They
are rarely heard In speeches In
Congress whereas fifty or even
twenty-fiv- e years ago they were
frequent enough.

Time was when speeches in the
English Commons bristled with the
gems of the ancient worthies and
even there, that stronghold of con-

servatism, they have fallen into
disuse. The reason for the decline
of the fine art of classical quotation
Is proliably to bo found in the
strengthening of EnglLsli and the
development of the language to tlie
lolut uf expressing almost every
thing that U expresalble.
