But some of the" mest peculiar
t hihgs j udicial 'done' here arise out
f the extended jurisdiction, which

some 'of the 'court have ttaenmed.
Home of them hate naLinireJj aKl
fumed to administer the law, but to
make the law, thus adding the leg-
islative to the judicial capacity, two
branches of the government which
the Constitution and" "the' law have
kept distinctly aepmate "afld-JudfJ-- .

lendent. Some- - of - those judges
have assumed lhat to be law which;
Is not law and 'those offlcerirtd be
officers of the ''law who are not
officers of the law'' in the special
oase, thus virtually. ipamxig,Jaw
for tbern.1 ves to Admlnbteh .Mak-
ing the lAw,. tHey oiuld malce it to
pleawrieriiselY.esiwhich was a
very convenient arrangemeut for
thorn, excepting for the existence
of the Supreme Court of the United
stalls, whleh, being beyond the
Influence of theae. petty prejudices,
couJd not see things in the same
light as the prejudiced Judge in
Utah, and therefore epu Id not un
derstand the? propriejr iof mixing
the judicial and legislative func
tlons in the pcrsonsof the incum
bents of the Utah bench.

Among theee. judicial peculiari
ties arising out of this assumed ex
tensive jurisdiction are the persons;
matters and things which these
prejudiced judges assume U'be'on
trial before them. -- Elsewhere" It Is
understood that the basuoeeaf the
courts is to try persons, legally and
regularly charged; with crime, ac--

--oriling to the established methods
which the law lias prescribed. But
things are done differently here in
Utah.

An associate justice de-
clared to a grandjury that the peo-
ple of. this Territory wereon fial,
the Government of the United
States was giving them one more
trial.; And farther the associate jus-
tice, bysome occult psychological
process, got It into his sapient nod
die that lit was his mission to
threaten the jury and the peeple
with some kind of indefinite terri
uie , ieguiapon wm&Q congress
would accomplish , touching Utah,,
unless the Jury acted in such and
such a way.
