A WOMAN SO DRKADFIIXLY ECRKD AS
TO CAUSE HER DKATH.

In the spring a family by the name of

Harper came to our town with the In-

tention of making this place . their
home. Tney were not In the Church,
but known to most of the people here
as a respectable family. On January
1st Mr. Harper was at work up the
canon. His little daughter had been to

burning on a chair and went to sleep.When the child came home she went
to bed and left the candle still burningand It being close to tne mother's bed
set the clothes on tire.

awoke from the heat, aud saw the bed
in flamesv She got her two little chil-
dren out of the bed when she was her-
self in flames, and when her children
were safe she ran out of doors to call
for help, bister Martin and her daugh-ter came quickly and threw water over
her from a barrel close by, until the
fire was extinguished, when it was dis-
covered that the poor woman was
dreadfully burned.
