Inst., in which yon speak of the bill In.
trooacea by me in the uoas of ltenr
sentatlve on th 22nd of January
transferring the control of the Terri
torial Penitentiaries to the Territories.
10. was rtest red a few days since.
in reply 1 beg leave to call your at

tention briefly to a fw facts connected
with the subject. The original designor uoogrese, in r gara to those renlten
tlariee, undoubtedly was, that beingbuilt from the proceeds of taxes collect
d in the several Territories, thev

should be nnder the control and charge
of the several Territories, In which theywere situated, and that the United
Hiates would make arrangements with
the Territories for the keeping of the
u. t prisoners, eimusr to mat made
with tb several 8 late. But doubtless.
the act was amended and passed In Its
present shspe, in the interest of the U.
8. Marshals of those Territories. The
act w a approved January lOlh, 1871,
and on the 13Lh of January, 1S7I, the
Iegi-tU(lv- e Aisembly of Idaho Terri
tory (it balog tbeiasteay or the session)
passed an act providing or keeping the
Territorial prisoners lu Uie U. 8. Peni
tentiary, and for that purpose authoriz
ed Lne uovernor to contract with th U.
8. authorities, limiting any contract to
b made by mm to a ium not exceeding
eight dollars per week fjr each prisoner.I do not quota the act literally but only
substantially, see session laws, 6ih
session, page i'J, Unfortunately! the
Xeglslauve Assembly were not fuijy
advisea or tua provisions or tna united
Htates Btatute, and henco made no pro-
visions for payments in cash, which
the United States would only rect ire.
At the eurztiwtlou of the Dalesratea from
Colorado, Montana, and Idaho, Attor
ney Ueneral Akerman fixed the priceor Keeping 'territorial prisoners at one
dollar per dsy, for esch pilsoner; this
loc!udd everything. ,

The United States Marshal of Colo-
rado and Montana took charge; of the
Territorial prisoners of those Territo
ries. aUaouiru. as 1 am informed, the
Territory of Montana, like Idaho, had
mads no specific appropriation of cash.
But no arrangement was or could be
made by tb Territorial authorities of
Idaho, with th Marshal of that Terri-
tory, for the keeplDg of the Territorial
prisoners, henca they remained at Idaho
City in charge of the Uheriffof Boise
County... .

I frequently and persistently urgedth lata Attorney (Joucral Aktrmu to
direct tha Marshal of Idaho to take onr
prisoners, pledgicgr mysejf, and with
his consent, a prominent and Influential
member of -- the counell of Idaho, who
hld ovar. th at th Territory would pay
the United titate the contract pric in
cash, and Interest If demanded, as soon
a the XtSglelAUv Assembly , would
meet, according to law, and set apart
funds sumcient ror tnas purpose. 10
this I waa unsuccessful. Upon tb ac-
cession to ode of the present Attorney
Ueneral I csllad his attantlon to the
subject, with lika result, the reply, from
both being that the United State could
only receive ecuA.
