SAD FATE OF A YOUNG GIRL.
She Suleldes by Throwling Herself
into Bear River.

A tew days ago It was briefly stated
in the NEws that the body of a young
girl named Annie M. Davis had|/been
{ found in Bear River, near Evans-

ton. The particulars were de-
veloped™ at an  inquest | held
over the remains. She went

to Evanston from Grass Creek, Utah,
where ap uncle of bhers — Mr. Gomer
Triomas resides. He was telegraphed
to and, with his wife,arrived In Evans-
ston on the day after the finding of the
body. The girl's mother—Mrs, S8arah
Reese—who resides at Carbon, Wy-
oming, arrived subsequently.

At the inquest the evidence of Mrs.
Atkinson was the most conclusive. It
was, in substance as follows:

“About & week Defore the girl was
drownpedl, she went to Mrs. Atkinson’s
and stayea four cays and then weant to
Knodder's ranch, where she sald she
couald get employment. On Friday last
she returned and took dinner at Mrs.
A'kinson's and asked If she could stay
all night, al'houzh she said she was
expected back at Knodder's
that might. Mrs. Atkinsom Llold
her she could stay there if she had
0o other place to gote. During the
day she seemed troubled and des-
poundent and told Mrs. Artkinson that
there -was & young man whom she
thought 4 great deal of, but knew that
her love was not returned and wished
she had died before she found out that
he did not care for her. She was cry-
ing most of the time duriog the day
and bad been up the river severa
times, When the evening meal was
ready, she asked if she could have
some supper and was told =he couold,
but afterwards she refused to sitdown
to the tabie aund sald she would not
eat a bite. She then teok up her hal,
kissed lttle Benoie Atkinson seberal
times aud left the house crylog. Mrs,
Atkinson saw her go up the river and
watched: her untlr she went out of
sight and that was the last she saw oi
her alive.”
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LIGHTNING'S WORK.

A House in the Third Ward Struck
by a Bolt. .

About § o’clock Lhis morning, during
the electric storm, & bedavy ciap ol
thunder roused many people [rom their

slumbers. The family of Mr. Lewis.
Beesley, who resules In' the Third
Ward of this city on Seventh South
Street, between East Temple and First

East streets, experienced more than
simply belog awakened by the noise,
theirdwelling baving heen struck by
the flaid. This moraing it presented a
rather battered appearance.

At the hour named, Mr. Beesley was
out of bed rgiving his® child a drink of
wabter, when there followed after a
blinding flash of lightning, a teérriflc
efap of thundgr. Before the rombling
of the latter had died away, there was
a crashing "noise at the front of the
house, 1n the midst of which could be
distinzuighed the sound of falling
glass. 7The rooms were filled with
dust, An examination showed the
cause of the trouble.

Tiis morning it was apparent from
a bleckeaed spot over the door that
the electrie bholt had first come to con-
tact with gthe arch at the top of the
entrance, and had speant its force in
two directions. The part tbat went
upward tore oui the entire arch of
brickwork, whiile that which went
downward forced the meulding of the
fly door, burniong the steel wire séreen-
ingz, and passing dfagonally to the
bottom coruer, in a strip three or
four Inches wide, struck the
sill and split and detachdd B
large mpiccp of it The moulding
and portlen of the doorslll were
thrown several yards away. A por-
tion of the cornice was dlso torn away.

The upper part of the door léading
into the house is yplass, and this was
shattered. A large paoe in a window a
few feet distant was alse broken, Con-
siderable of the plaster on the ceiling
of the room was torn down. The
door which was Injured faces nmortb,
and the window west.

A Literal Resurrection and Ne-
cessity of Baptism the Sub-
.je-cu of the Discourse.

Religious services were held in the
Tabernscle, Sunday, July 17th, 1887,
commencing at 2 p.m., Presidemt An-
gus M. Cannon, presiding.

ELDER GEORGE G. BYWATER

Addressed the congregation. He sald
he earnestly desired the support of the
congregation by their faith and pray-
ers, that he might be alded and direct-
ed by the Spirit of the Gospel, to

speak such words as would be
pleasing in the sight of the
Almighty. The administration of

the Sacrament carried his mind
backward In the world's history Lo the
time when tnat ordinance was insti-
tuted, sud to the ever-memorable dec-"
laration of the Divine Master on that
occasion. He said, I will "drink no
mo: e of this wine until I diink it anew
with you in my Father's kinedom. This
decraration contained one of the most
important promises apd divine progn-
ecles on record, because it establishes
in the teachings of the Divine Master
a doctrine thal receives but littie sap-
pert from the Caristian world to-day,
namely, the docirime 0l the material
resurrection of man. Upon this foun-
dation is constructed the faith ia the
doctrine of human redemption.
In this ageé, more than In apy other,
the dectrines of Christiunity had be-
come inoculated with the fallacious
ideas of man., The age 18 burdened
with many traditional sad speculative
encumbrances to the plan of salvation
taught by Jesus and His Apostles.
The present is the dispensation of the
fulmess of times, which th: Father said
shutid be estabiished on the earth in
the latter-days. There was no need to
svek lor strooger proof of this state-
ment, than that presented in the mul-
titudinous interpretations put on the
various doctrines of Christianity by
the opumerons prolessed Christian
sects, It became ministers ol the Gos-
peld, under these circumstances, 10 be-
ware how they varied from the plaio
Bible doctirines.
The doctrine of the resurrection was
& fundamental principle in the plan of
salvation, upon which rested the bhope
of man for exaitation. The redemp-
tion of man involves the resorrection
of the¢ body, and its reunion with the
spirit which occupled it in mortality.
T| ere  was little authority for the
opinisn that there was ne resurrection;
that when the earthly body perishes, it
then and forever retarns to dust; that
the intelligzpce by whicn it was en-
dowed in mortal probation was forever
barred from re-entering there. Yet
there were Chiristian ministers, learned
men, who had redasoned in upposition to
the doctrine of the resurrection. A
review of this subtle reasoning en-
abled ome to understand that false
prophets, false philesopby aod false
sciences were abroad in the world:
The object the Saints had in partak-
ing the sacrament was to remind them
of the painful death, on the Roman
cross, of the Son ol God, for their sal-
vation, and to estatlish the doctrine of
the immortal reanion of the body and
the spirit. There was no coasolation
in coatemplating that, when men
shutfle off this mortal coil,|the body be-
comes disintegrated, never again, at
the voice of the Divine Creator, to
assume the beautiful coaditiea io
which it had existed. When men cre-
ate in their own minds hypotheses that
rest upon their own conceptiouns, they
have the right to do so becunss ol their
free agency, but they have not the
right, in order to support these man-
originated ideas, to pervert the eterpal
principle of revelation, nor borrow
support from the- sources
Enowledge, and misconsiru
satisfy thelr own ends. -
$o lar as the present generation are
supplied with the lofty principles of
the world's greatest reformers, they
all give expression to the sovundness
of those great and eternal principles
interwoven with the nature 6f man
and re-echoed in the revelations of |
God. Outside of the prospects of Lthe
future of the humszn race under the
plan of salvation, the condition of the
race would seem a monstrous fable,for
there was npothing which could be
loaked forward to with consolation
but those principles that are sustained
by Holy Wnit. !
Torough ihe restoration ef the Gos-
e to t.ﬁe Prophet Joseph Smith in
Lbis age, it was learned Lthat there was
no name by which men could be saved
but that of the Lord Jesus, and that
taroug His divine atopemesnt came
the redewnption of the numan family.
If He drank of the fruit of the vine
with His disciples in mmortality, aod
there could be no dgubt of that, He
also gave them an assprance that He
would drink it anew with then in His
Father’s kingdom. If there was no
resurrection, how could the immater-
jal ?_aruke of the material, or how
cou

divine
bhem to

dthe promise be fulfilled when
the conditions were not present? The
romise of the resurrection was veri-
ed to the disciples, for when Christ
was resurrecled, many graves were
olfened and the dead came foxth, and

e appeared to the Aposties ig His
resurrected body. In this age ese
resurrected Prophets had appeared to
Joseph Smith and bore & teslimony to
him that the dead hadarisen and thac
the dead would arise, )

The literal resaurrection” of the body
Was oug one of the divine principles
beiieved in by the Latter-day Saints,
whose faith was based on revelation.
Not a doctrine was taught by the
Saiots that was not recorded as divine
within the lids of the sacred Bible. It
might be asked, Why is there such a
diversity of opinion respecting salva-
tivn in this nineteenth century, which
is  redolent with the beauty
of the Christlan falth? Why are
professed Christians separated in-
to various sects, dmermg[ n
many features in their religious [alth,
when the apostles declared that there
was cne Lord, one faith, one buptism?
It must appear Lo think{n peor e that
od had taught but one plan ol salva-
tion, sad did pot reveal diverse ways
by whieh msn might be reconciled to
Him. It must occur to them that
where there are two ways both cannot
b& right; that one or the other does
not voderstand aright the divine will.

THE CULLEN MURDER.

The Killing Done During a
Drunkea Quarrel.

Andrew Cal'on, who shot and killed
Michael Cullen near Millord last
Thursday atternoon, is now in jail in
Beaver. The circumstances connected
with the bloody deed are that Caltoo,
Cullen and Jerry Tibberty bad been
drinking in a saloon in Milferd. On
Thursday aftersoon they started oal
for the hills west of the town Ina

wagon. They bad m@not gone
over three - quarters of a mile
when a bottle of liguor whick
Tibberty had was brought out. Caltop

was given the bottle and took a dripk.
He then handed it to Cullen, who took
a drink and refused to pass the botilc
‘0 Tiberty., The latter was offended
and got out of the wagon. Caltox
uried to persuade Cullen to hand ow
the whisky, but the latter persisted ln
nis refusal and a scuffle ensued in the
wagon for the possession of the bottle.

After the two men had wrestled for
a4 few minutes, and were getting
angry, Calton drew his revolver,
jumped out the wagon, and
fired a shot, the ball passing
through Cullen’s heart. Calten then
fired four more shots into the body of
the dead msn. Tibberty then got into
the wagen, and with the dead body on
the seat between him and Calton,drove
back to town,

The slayer of Cullen tells a story
which does not ddiffer from the
above, except that he says that when
thetwo were scuffling Cullen struck
him several blows on the bhead and
neck, saying at the same time that he
did not care whether he killed him or
not.

Calton has become sober enough to
fully realize the magoitude of the
crime he has committed, and
seems to feel pretty bad over
it. He  declares that  there
was no ill-feeling betw Cullen and
aimself, and the circumstances appear
1o bear out the theory that the killing
was the result of a drunken quarrél
etween the two men. Neither of thewm
sore the reputation of being bad men,
nut were rather inoffensive, though
given, at times, to drinking to excess.
