Commodore Perry Liston was the
eldest son of UeOrge and Elizabeth
Liston, maiden name Nottingham.He was born March 31st, 1S21, near
I'ortsmouiu, in Bciota Coucjty,Ohio. His father moved to Muncle,
Delaware County, Indiana, in 1S32.
He first heard the tronnel whl In riv
ing with his father, who was a
jxtemoaist minister, and opposedhim much. In tbe Spring' of 1341.
he left his father and, travelled
westward inrougn Illinois, imisbou
ri and Iowa, up to Big and Little
Sioux Rlvers,;in company with (he
jroitawacomie inuian agent; return
ed home May 22nd, 1841. He mar
ried Elizabeth Reeves, July 21, 1841,
by whom he had eight children,
viz. six boys and two girls; moved
by way of Flsgab and Garden Grove
and settled at Keg Creek: after
wards gathered to Utah and was
baptized Dec 17th 1850. his w fe
was baptized at the same time. He
was ordained a priest, was first
counselor to John M. Higbee, who
was captain of 92 wagons, arrived
In Utah on the 22nd of August.1832.
settled at Pleasant Grove. In 1853
was called on a mission to Cedar
City. He was ordained a Hiih
Priest by L President Brigham
xoung in aiay, asai. lie was a
member of the High Council! of
Cedar City, and in the same year
was United States deputy marshal
under Marshal ; Hey wood. He
moved to Beaver City In 1339,
