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During our Conference there hae
been a number of allusions to our rising

generation and the Importance of train
I Ing them Probably there can be no

subject mentioned to us that possesses
greater Interest because our future as a

Church and as families depends upon
our children being trained In righteous-

ness It Is one of the saddest things to

contemplate In connection with the
history of our people that families which

have been prominent in the Church or
whose head has been a prominent man
in the Church have now no representa-

tive among us Among the highest and
most glorious promises that the Lord
has made to Ills faithful servants IIs that
their posterity shall be numbered among
Ills people and that they shall be bless-

ed ol Him All the records that have
come to us from righteous men convey

with plainness the great importance of

having a faithful posterity You remem-

ber the case of Ucchab that iIs recorded
Jeremiah Because of the faithfulness

ol this mans posterity The Lord told
Jeremiah that he should never be
without a man to stand before him We
find that men of God have always en

deavored to exercise faith in behalf ol

their posterity The Lord made cove-

nants with Abraham Isaac and Jacob
and with the sons ol Jacob concerning
their posterity and these covenants the
Lord holds in great esteem and has
promised that in the last days they shall
be fulfilled It Is the same in our day
the posterity ol faithful men may stray

I from the Church but the Lord will leel
after some branch of their family and
bring it back In days to conic to the
covenant people-

At times It has been a matter of sur-

prise to some Individuals that they have
been enabled to join the Church and re-

ceive the truth while so many around
them have turned deal ears to it Hut
if we understood the past as we do the
present wo would doubtless see that
three are reasons for this which have
existed long before we were born
There Is no doubt In my mind that the
gathering together cf this people front
the various nations of tile earth and the
manner in which they have received the
Gospel U due to the promises made to
their lathers

It Is our duty now enjoined upon us
by the Lord to bring up our children
properly and to see that everything U
done to preserve them in the faith
Every sort ol appeal is being resorted
to In order to captivate and llead astray
the rising generation of this people
And as modern education spreads and
the theories of men and the sciences ate
taught in their present form so the
danger cf the loss of faith on the part of
our children Increases because in nil the
teachings ol the educational Institutions-
of the cay tbereare conveyeddoubts and
unbelief concerning principles contained
In the records that have come down to
us from the Lord through Ills servants
We have seen this proved from the fact
that many of our young men who have
gone away to institutions of learning
have lost their faith in the Gospel It
stems to be dmgerous lor young men
and young women to go tast to graduate
at some University or collere because of
this tendency to unbelief Then there
are the binlul influences that surround
them there find here alsot and the con
stant danittr they are iin cf doing some-
thing that will grieve the Spirit of the
Lord and cause it to be withdrawn from
them I believe there is a great respon-
sibility testing upon us in this respect
and concerning which we are too forget
ml It Is pleasing however to tee the
care that is being taken by the Mutual
Improvement Associations by tile Sun-
day schools by the Primal les anti by the
quorums of the Priesthood in behalf of
toe young people These influences are
having a cood effect and no doubt the
sending of missionaries abroad as me do
has good cfltct alto to arouse faith in
the hearts of those who go giving them
R testimony concerning the work of God
They come back having a knowledge
proved by experience and if they con-

tinue to labor diligently at home In their
callings the Lord bleises them and in
cieases their faith On this account we
have great came to rejoice

Im brethren and sisters it is of the
highest importance that we as parents
end as members of the Church should
comprehend the purposes cf our God
concerning us as a people On this
point I think there is not the light Bull
the comprehension in the minds of the
people that there should be It seems-
to me that we all need Instruction in this
direction In our eagerness to make a
living and especially in view of the new
conditions that surround us politically
our minds are to some extent diverted
Iron the great purpose that God has had
in view In founding Zion We have a
rand mission entrusted to us The
Lord has assigned to us a wonderful
amount of Important work to platform
and in order to prepare us for this He
has poured out Ills Spirit upon this
people in their scattered condition skill
