about to restore tbe spiritual things of
Uts Kingdom, from which the world
bud departed, and a mlshlon was
placed on the shoulders of this boy, to
bo a Pioneer in restoring the spiritual
life to a dying world, a body fast fall-lb- t;

They were
content to worship God in their own
way one day ot the week and ruu after
mammon tbe other six nays. It was to
establish the spiritual above tbe tem-
poral that the-- Lord came to earth
and the Gospel was restored
to teach men tbe truth about
themselves. This life was again
shown t) be but a parrow wa a
season of trial to test the faith and in-

tegrity of men's souls between the
life that is past and tbe life to come ; a
probation prepared iu which the Lord
illicit practically demonstrate who
would be true to Him, and whether His
children would regard first the spirit-
ual or heavenly, or follow alter mam-
mon and worship the temporal or
earthly. The spiritual is always first
in the true order of God. The Zion
that the Saints wonld build temporally
wonld meet the spiritual Zion from
above, and both would unite in one.
Those who neglect spiritual things
and seek entirely after earthly thiugs,
were subvening the order of God and
proving recreant to their trust. When
the young inau enquired of the Savior
as to what he should do to inherit
eternal life, he was referred
first to the commandments of God,
which he said, and doubtless sincerely
tbeugbt, that be had kept from his
youth up. But the result showed that
he was not willing to sacriiice ail he
had for the kingdom of God. Unlessa
man couid do this he could not con-
sistently claim that he kept the first
commandment, that he had no other
God before Him who ruled in the
heavens. When the young man was
called to follow the Lord of life and
glory who represented- - the Almighty,
and yet had not where to Jay Ills head

hd failed to do so because he could
not give up bis great possessions. He
had as his god tbe things of Mammon.
Then the Savior said, 'How
hardly shall a rich man enter
the kingdom of heaven."
He did not say a rich man conld not be
saved, but knowing that the love ot
money not its possession was the
root of all evil. He realized that it was
diltlcult for rich men generally to
Jay their' all upon tne attar.
Yet this was "required and those
who would not forsake all for
Christ's sake were not worthy of Him
Those who did so, and were persecuted
for His sake on earth, were promised
eternal lives herwiiter.

One of the tblnirs which the Prophet
Joseph learned from God, was the true
doc'.rine oi tne pre-existe- or man
All forms ot animal and vegetable life
were created splr.tualiv belore they
existed temporally. the
spiritual nothing could live aud move
aad have a being. Thisand many
other things the Prophet learned
through faith and revelation. He was
taazht iu the college of the Almighty
concerning the origin and destiny of
man.
