Happy is the man who tinds et
channel and puistaes ila oo,
A call has been made upon the
communily of Laltter-tday Sainls,
Ly President Young, to unite tu-
gether u their temporal interests,
and, by ajudicions combination of
capital and lsbor, inaugurate an
otder ol thiogs thalt will vender
them an independent people. Thia
call conmies now with greater ear-
nestness than herciofore; although
it has always been the watchword
of the “watehimen on the towers of
Zion” for the Baiuts to be united
temporally as well as spiritually,
that they might be proportionately
free and indepoendent,

This call develops the fact strong-
vr than ever that abroad in the oul-
«ide world is not the only place
where there s a clashing Lelween
the inlerests of eapital and labor,
for it is a self-evident fact that it
also exists in the community of the
Saints. Now if we were all what
wo prefess to be, this state of Lhings
would net exist, for all, whether
capitalists or laborers, would seek
to perform (heir several duaties,
dealing justly with each other,
whether in the one relalion or
the other. "Che capitalist would not
seek to make all he could out of the
labor employed, but he would seek
to do his brother justice by odoring
him a fair equivalent for the ser-
vice rendered, and laborer
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would not seek to do as Littl as pos-
siblo for the amount reeeived, but
would render a fair and just day’s
labor for o fair day's wage.

In order that the comumunily
may be independent temporally of
a corrupt world, whoeae 1all is as
cerlain as thal the oib of day arises
over the eastern mountaing in the
morning, and =inks over those of
tho west &t night, It I3 necessary
that capital should be employed to
give employment to the enormous
amount of skilled and unskilled la.
bLor thiat surrounds ud in 8o great
profusion and remains unused.
Some have the opinion that the
solution of this question of employ-
ment for the unemployed lies en-
tirely in people who come hero,
perhaps with o knowledge ol the
skilled branches of mechanies and
manufactures  sbriking into  the
country and locating on farms. [
am of opinioy that this is,however,
merely n partinl solution of the
question, for I doubt very miuch the
wisdom of placing a man upon 8
farm who has ability and know-
ledge in another direction Lhat
would be a great benefit to the
commynity If put to legitimale use,
nor do I think that the kingdom of
God will be a kingdon of agricul-
turists, any further than s neces-
sary. It takes n wide variety of
skill, ability and labor to build up
the supestruciure of a commuuily
whose magnlficence and beauly
shall be the theme and admiration
of a wondering world, and the glo-
rious powers of intelloot and physi-
cal eapacity were surely not given
for exclusive use in eultivating the
goil and brincing forth of its
products.  Man has mnot only
to eat, but in a refined and civ-
ilizedd condition he must have
zood habitations in  which to
Jive, e must beclothed in befitting
habiliments, and in fact he 1must
have all the appliances for his hap-
piness aud comfort with which the
elemerntts in which he exists are
teeming. He must have magnitl-
cent Temples in which to wership
the living God, they being the
Lisiness offices of the Almighty on
the earth, in which (o administer
in those ordinances which pertain
to this planet and its inhabitants.

OVjections are offered against ac-
complishing the end desired by
means of ¢o-operation, assertions
being made to the ellect that the
plan s not feasible. [ have a fow
tacts, however, which go a long
way toward dispelling this idea,
the feasibility of self-sustenance
having, in my opinion, been de-
monsirated in the small county of
Box Elder, more especially in Brig-
ham City.

According to information that I
have every reason for believing to
be reliable, the small community
living in that part of the Territory
have, under the direction of Klder
Lorenzo Bnow, come the nearest of
any to rendering themselves self-
gustaining and independent. Itis
about twelve years, or a little over,
since a co-operative store was estab-
lished in Brigham City, and that
store, although first usetd for the
dispensing of imported goods, was
made the fostering parent of home
industrial institutions, the cash
profits being mainly used for the
purchasing of machinery with
that end in view. Step by step did
the prineiple of co-operation gaina
footEold until the major portion of
the business of that place is earried
on upon that plan, with the most
gratifying resuits.

The large wooilen factory, the
raw material for which is supplied
from the co-operative sheep-herd,
the dalry, the furniture store, the
farm, the stock-herd, thoe tanneries,
harness and boot and shoe shops,
tallor shop, hat factory, and numer-
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s !l "I'li\‘- industries give employmeunt to
parsutl eb g gt noo people, and in 1573 the

ous other industrial establishments
supply most of the necessaries and
even some of the,delicacies of life,
that are suflicient for a simplicity
loving eommunity, who are will-
ing that the Dbeauty of their
their garments should be the work-
manship of their own hands, and
who care nothing about aping the
fonlish and expensive fashions of
a corrupt and vain world, Instead
of sending every dollar cut of the
country to purchase what they
necd, they have wisely put their
dotlars at excellent usary by plac-
iig themselves in a position to pro-
duce what they need themselves,
They have demonstrated the feasi
bility of a self-sustaining policy,
and these who assert that il cannot
De adopled elsewhere as well as

value of work Lurned out by this
combination of eapital and labor
was 200,000, in 1574 $160,000, and in
1575 3250,000, making an aggregale,
for the three years, of $300,000,
What a delightiul spectacle would
be presented if overy settlement or
vounty o Utah could make as good
. proportionate sbLowing, for the
question of independence would be
nearly solved, and Utah would be
far en the road to being able to ex-
isl separate and apart from foreign
manufactures, To-day the call is
Leard of ““dull times, nothing te do
in this c¢ity,” while in Brigham
(‘ity everybidy is busy, and there
are practically ne poor there, thay
velpe compratively unaflected by
the fMluctuations of trade. If co-
oporative manpfacturing  Institu-
tions can flourish in one place they
can in another that has equal fell-
ities,

I say they are independent of
trade tluctustions, and so they are,
for they have wisply adopled the
plan of placing a permanent value
on all their products, which can be
readily obtalned Ly the employes
who hold the serip or money of the
association. By this means every
persoin knows his ninabcial condil-
tion, and can, If prudently disposed,
live within his income, and even
ay up something for ay'‘rainy day.”
All have enough to eat, drink, and
wenr, and that 1s practically all
that a reasonable human being
need consume. How can it be said,
therefore, that the introduction and
conduct of homp manufacturing,
mechanical and other pursuits are
impracticable in this community,
when the problem has been =o
plainly solved, an argument which
speaks in louder and more convine-
ing tones than mere word reason-
Ing”

Awmony tho resulls of this system
is the fuct that the stockholders
have recelved an average dividend
of fifteen per cent. on the eapital
invested, which they can draw out
of tho concern or apply in awellin
their quantum of capital stock; an
the employes have the privilege of
allowing any proportion of their
surplug earnings to go to their cred-
it on capital stock account. 'This
appears to me to be genuine co-op-
eration, such as is likely to cousti-
tute a stepping-stone to the United
Order, into which the Sgints must
sooner ar later enter, and live in
accordance with its equitable and
just principles, so syre as there isa
God in heaven.

I'he splrit of extruvagance scewa to per-
vade the world, and  especially the po-ple
of the nation of which we at present furm
a part, and fuancisl ruln o many diree-
tiona 18 the Inevitable] result, hupoverish-
ment belpg as sure a result of an exceas
of expenditure over incoine as it Is for the
nlght to follow the dav, according to the
diurnal revolulions of the globe. The
Sialnts huve not yet scparated their con-
neellon with the world, and conscquently,
belng « part of It, so far as they linbibe the
splrit that actustes the world,'they will
follow In their vain and foolish praclices.
I'he extravagance of the people in follow-
ing the frivolous fashions of the day is
frequently anlmadverted upon by the
watchmen in Zlon, and rightfully too, bul
there is anothker, and, to me, even more
wlaring specles of extrayagango that needs
ts sharc of attention. YI allude to the im-
mense amount of skilled und unskllled
laber that mlglt he utillzed In bulldiog up
thils parf of the country and developing Its
regonrees, that 1s now literally going to
waste. 1f utilized, what a showing this
skill and ability would mike in lmtldl_m:
up the klngdom aof (God, god now It pro-
duces comparatively no benefloent result,
althioygh some progress is helng made In
that direetion,

It would be well for us to stop and con-
slder,and ask onreelves the sober question,
why we will persist in employlng later to
the tune of milllons of dollars yeayly in
dislant parts uf the pountry and I foreign
nallons, while hondreds upon hundreds of
our brethren, whom we have covenanted
t sustuin, who have come from thost
saie distanl parts, posscssed of the ne-
cesenry yualifigationg Lo arganizo from tke
¢rude materials the sgme products we pay
people having no aympathles In eommon
with ours to manufacture. Iilsourac:
kunowledged daty to ald our brethren and
sisters to emigrate from the homea of
their Lirth to Zion; then la it not alsp our
plain duty, so far as lies In oyr power, to
provide them with labor, and consciquent-
Iy with the means of sulslstence aflter
they get to Zian?

Verhaps those who have not given this
part of the sutject the attention it de-
servies, are nol aware of the extent of the
apparcntly needless expenditures of the
commiununlty for commodities that could be
produced hiere with a suilleient and judiel-
ons comhinatlon of eapital and lpbor, To
mit e (Lls malter clear, 1 wil give but a
few figares obtalned from reliable sources,
which will, at least, give an approximate
lilen In the direetlion ndleated.

Take for luslance but one of the slaple

necessilies, the article of boots and shoes.
The annual lmportation of this claes of
rocils to the Territory amounts to no less,
according to the best authority, than
0, 000, Now, without even conzldering
the amount of material that could be
mavufactured here, Jet ug examlne the
extent of the eaving to the community,
yroviding that even the whole of the ma-
erial for thls production should continue
to be lmported. It takes one-third of the
amonnt in labor, with the aid of maching-
ry, to produce tfm,t ll{lulntltr of hools and
shoes, which Is within a fraction of 8187,
000, which would glve employment cou-
stantly to 11 persons, at un average wage
ol §60 8 month. Infive years the amount
saved In Iabor alone, In Lthis one branch of
industry, excluslve of the rcapllant bene-
fits that would accrue from retalning so
much means in the communily, would
rench the cnormous sum of $485,000, or
nearly one mlillion dollars. This shows
there was no chlmera in the mind of Presl-
dent Young when he eald if the people
would listen to him he could tell them
Low to become the richest peopla in the
world, and he himsell has led 1,'{"_- van In
home manufactures,

Suppose we next consider the article of
household furniture, the yearly importa-
tlons of which amount to not less than
£200,000, the labor required to produce
that amount being cme half, or $100,000.
Probably one half the neeessarvmaterial
could be procured at home, amounting to
§50,000, making a total saving of $!50,000
annually, and a saving for five years of
$150,000.

I will now name a few articles, the ma-
terlals for the produetion of which nearly
all abound al home, and which are com-

ratively easy ef production or manufac-

ure.

) It should be remembered that those
figures relate to but o few clarsea of pro-
duction which might be largely mannfac-
tured or produced at home, for, save in
the Ilem of nails, the Immense lron inler-
efls, which enters Into newrly every other
department, has not been touched, and I
think that these considerations, together
With the fuet that the Territory is teeming
with unemployed labor, skilled In nearly
every branch, constitute a plea in favor of
bhome sustenance that should e ueeply
felt.  Nelther have the silk interests,
which are very Important, beon alluded
to; un Industry that, by the industrions
:Mi.;rs of u fow, is strueeline for a foot-
.

Combine the situation of thinegs n thls
regard, as now presooted, with the fact
that the doum of Babylon, upon wlom we
persist to a Inrre extent In Jeaning for ma-
terinl =uopport, is gealed, aud that we
must, In proportion as we are luterwoven
with lier interests, feel the effects of her
crnmbling to pleces, aud surely it Is thue
we prepared agalnst the evil day.

Thiere 15 another and most powerful plea
in favor of the sell-sustaining policv—the
welfare of the younyg people of the eom-
munity of Lalter-day Suints. It appears
a8 if our conduct toward thom was pretty
much in consonanes with the ldva ex-
pressed My a echool distriet trustee some-
where In the east, when hls fellow official
urged as an argumont In favor of bailding
a substaatinl and somewhal extlensive
¢chool-honse, that it would be a Yenctit to
saterity, he replving, “1 would like to
now what postciity hus done for us, that
we should o s0 much for postority:"
Phicre is a host of young people srewing
up nmonyg us, endowed with even more
that onlinary natyral mentyl eadow-
mecats, and whatare we doing for them In
the wauy of opportunities to qualify them
to rear a substantial and magniticent su-
perstructure that we expeet to e the
glory and admiration of the worldr The
unswer lica In the number of young men
and boys who throng our cltles and settle-
ments, destitute of a knowledge of the
varlous brunches of mechanlsm, manufae-
ture or art, without which no poople can
te¢ substantlally great, This stale of
things 1s not the restlt either of the lack
of ablllty or dlaposition, hmt rather the
lack of opportunity. Let homeindustries
e established, enconrared and flouriah in
I'tah, and the question of “‘whatl shall we
do with our boys™ will Yo almost If not
entirely solved. It 1s rather a humillating
fact that we not only Impert the products
of lavor, but the skill In the various de-
partments that docs exlat among us is al-
most wholly aequlred from alroad, anid
were Lho aquiy in this directioa cat o
and to dle out with ils present poa=essors
among us, we would, to put it mildly, be
In & moat undesirable plight. Is It not
plain, then, that the welfure of the young
and the Mture pmu}u:rlty of the commun-
ity calla in tones as loud as the thunder of
heaven for a general self-sustaining polley
to be adopted.

Some people oven of mature age appear
to thliik that Inbor In any of the mechani-
eal branches 13 humiliating, and prefer
that their sons should rather be engaged
insome lghter and reputedly more genteel
vocation, euch as eclerking in a store, for
imstance. Such people lose sight of the
importance of the law of produstion, and
that If there be any degrees of honor or
reapcotability attached to the different
clasaca, the non-productive should stand
ut the fout of the llst and the productive
at the head, forasa Llrev Is known and
sppreciated by its frults, so should labor,
instead of a man being degraded by labor,
he ls, or should be, clevated, and the man
who, from tho crude or raw materinl, by
his knowledge ard skill, ean produce a
symumetrical boot or shoe, or an elegunt
and nscful articlo of faralineo, or & hand-
samo dwelllng, 18 just o much ahead, in
that particnlar, of the person who Is des-
ttiute of that knowledge. Laboris, ina
certaln scuse, worship of the Creator, L
cause it 18 tho legltimate exerclze of the
ntolllgence and ability with which the
crent father of all has endowed his crea-
tures, and there are cerlaluly many wuys
in which those gadlike faculties can bhe
more profitatly engazed than in denling
ont the wares that have beun produced by
hauds and Liralug Lthat bave been wors jrro-
duotively engagod.

That we may be anwnhened to a scuse of
our trae ‘.m;nfnn_ temporally and spiritu-
ally, and give intelligent consideration Lo
the inspired and wise inatructlons of our
leaders, who bave been ghvon to thechureh
for the perfeeting of the Sainis and bring-
ine themn to a nnity of faith and practlee,
I my degles, in the npme of Jesus. Amen.
