women imprisoned obtained from
food for fourteen days At first the
jailers jeered at the women then
tempted them with food and thou
finding this of no avail threatened
them When several women were
at the point of death from voluntary
abstinence from sod the prison ofl-
clals resorted to artificial means to
compel them to take nourishment
The methods adopted were violen
and licentious and the women were
compelled to abandon the strike

The abominable outrages that
followed this state of KfTalrs led
Madame Seblda whose death by
flogging has been already an
nouncedto ask for an interview
with the directorI of the prison In
the hope of u n auameliora
tlon of the condition of the prison
ere The request was granted but
she found him BO abusive that in
her exasperation she called him a
villain and

BLAllED lOIS FACE

Madame Seblda was then tAken
from the directors ofllceand con-
veyed to the prison in which com-
mon offenders were confined Three-
of her companions from among the
political prisoners were permitted
to join her Some time later
Baron KorfT sent a special
order directing that Madame Be
blda be punished according to the
regulations and the order was exe
euted to the fullest extent The
punishment was eo severe that death
ensued from rupture of the heart
Her three companions committed
suicide within an hour after the
time of hearing of Scbldas death
Many hearing of the flogging antI
suicides carried out their threats or
suicide They met together and
thirty of them shared what prison
they could obtain That evening two
died Their convulsions and the
dead silence which reigned in the
other cells roused the attention of
the guards who Immvdialcly sum-
moned physicians who administer-
ed emetics to tho survivors and en-

deavored by every means to coun
tenet the effects of the poison
