The Largest Mckel .Mine-i- IlielTorld.

According to l.ngllsli authority
there is, on a little branch of the
Canadian Pacific road near Sudbury,
Canada, a nickel mine that produces
more nickel, it'issaid, than the en-
tire market of the w orld talis for. It
Is found at a depth of about 300 feet
below the surface, In a layer of
oxidized Laurcutian rock character-
istic of that region. Immediately
the mineral is hoisted from the mine
it is broken up and cakiued, or
roasted, for the purpose of eliminat-
ing tbe sulphur it contains. When
this process is completed the re-
siduum is conveyed to the smelter.
After the dross of the molten flow
olTUie nearly pure nickel and copter
are blended together, forming an
alloy, 70 per cent, of which Is nickel
and 30 per cent, copper, which Is
drawn olT at the base of the furnace
and allow ed to cool. When cold
the product is shipped to Swansea,
Wales, and Germany, where the
constituent metals are separated and
leflncd by secret prccesse-s- , known
only to the manufacturers and
Jealously guarded. The present
output of the mine is stated at 4,000
tons of nickel annually. Ex.

When AVlnter Will IlcSuinmer.

The piano of the earth's orbit
crosses the equator at an angle of
about 23 degrees. The attractive
force of the sun, moon aud star
constantly exerted upon the earth
has a te ndency to tilt the pole away
from thi sun and to draw the
equator away from It. As a conse-
quence, the sun crosses the equator
each year a little farther west than
the point where it crossed the last
time before. In olden times It was
said that the equinoctial point, or
place of crossing; went forward to
meet the sun. Hence the phenom-
enon was called the "procession
of the equinoxes." JSut from
the fact that the equinoctial point
really falls backwards on the celes
tlal equator towards the w est, each
time about 50 seconds of a degree,
astronomt rs frequently speak of the
"recwalon of the equinoxes," In-

stead of procession. In consequence,
of this recession our seasons twgin a
liltio earlier eery year, and tbe time
will come In about 11,00p years
when the sun will cross the equator
in midwinter. Then the seasons
will be completely reversed: the
Fourth of July will come In the
month of blizzards, and Christmas
In the hct wave elch. f. Jjoui
