The Tresldeut today sent to Con-
gress a letter of the Seiretary of
btate, relative to the recommenda-
tions of the recent
conference on the subject of cus-
toms regulations. The President
seta forth the conference's recom-
mendations. The conference also,
at its final session, decided to estab-
lish In WatJiiogton, as a fitting
memorial, a li-

brary, to be formed by contributions
from the several nations, of histori-

ment of the United States should
provide a suitable building for the
fieltetof such library, to be solemn-
ly dedicated upon the 400th anni-
versary of the discovery of Amer-
ica.

building to receive and protect the
proposed collection, which building
may also be used for the oLUces of
Ibe proposed international bureau of
information and contain a hall or
aseinbly room for the accommoda-
tion of such International bodies as
the conference that has Just been
adjourned.

SIG.VALS OF SAVAGES.

HOW THET COUilCNICATE WITH
EACH OTHER BT SIGNS.

With two Esquimaux hunters I
was once standing upon Uie top of a
rocky hill, about two days' Inland
from the north short! of Hudson's
Bay. We had been looking for rein
deer, but had seen none. I heard
Uie faint sound or a human voice
borne upon the stiQ breeze that was
blowing from the northward. I
called the attenUon of my compan-
ions to this sound, and, brushing
their Jong black locks from over
Uielr ears, they threw themselves
down In the lee of a great rock and
listened. Tfiey, too, beard Uie voice,
and said Uie person calling was so
far off that they could not under-
stand what he said. In the mean-
time I swept the crest of a range of
hills In Uie direction of the voice
with my field glass, and finally
made out Uie figure of someone who
was waving what looked like a huge
piece of cloth. I passed my glass to
Sebeeucklalee, one of my guides,
and hentonm recognized a hunter
named Aluktay, and raid he sig-

naled us to come over to where he
was; that there were reindeer Uiere.

THE ESQUIMAUX CODE.

The following day I went out to
hunt with Aluktay. During Uiat
day he explained to me the .Esqui-
maux alzua! code. I found it very
interesUog at the time, and later on
Its usefulness was demonstrated al-

most dally, diiflfcg my residence
with these people. AluktayUetcrib-e- d

to me Uiat when an Esquimaux
wished to talk to these at a distance
he would tako a posiUon on an emi-

nence where his body could be
plainly seen against Uie sky, or a
snow covered hillside. With his
body placed so as to dlrecUy face
those wiUi whom he wishes to
communicate, he extends his tight
arm and moves it up and down like
a pump handle. This signal means
"Come here." When so far away
that Uie moUou of tbe arm could not
be distinctly seen he would take off
his coat anU, using Uiat as a flag,
make Uie same motion, which
would thus be more conspicuous. It
was with his coat he made Uie sig-

nal when communlcaUng with ur
the previous day. if after this
be moved bis left arm or Uie coat in
a similar manner, but on the left
side, he meant, "Bring dogs."
Then, by poinUng both arms nearly
straight up from the shoulder, as a
rude symbol of the antlers of a
reindeer, be would indicate that he
had killed reindeer, and the numUl
of times Uie arms were raised nouIJ
denote Uie number killed, to that
his frlcuds would know bow manj
dogs to bring. The reply to thr
message Is made by Uie receiver
turning his right side toward the
tender and bending his body for
ward, mating aright angle at Ui..
waist, which would mean "Yes;'
In the opposite direction would
mean "No," or that there was no
one to send, or Uiat there were no
dogs around.

Once, when on a sledge Journey
from Marble island, Hudson's bay,
to Depot Island, about 150 miles to
Uie north, I was three or four days
behind Lieut. Schwatka, who was
in charge of another party of our
native allies. One day we came
upoa four blocks of snow placed
upon each other to as to make a
wide pillar, and upon this were set
Uie bead and auUers of a reindeer.
This was Interpreted by my guides
as showing that Toolooab, Schwat-La'- s

hunter, had killed four reindeer
there three days before. The num-
ber of blocks Indicated tbe number
killed, and Uie number of days was
apparent to my people by tho

Uie snow. The knew it
was Toolooah by the way Uie blocks
were cut- - 1 could have learned
very easily how to read the symbol
that four reindeer had been killed
by somebody, but it would take a
vast amount of experience to know
by whom and the Ume that had
elapsed. These savages can tell
unmistakably, and so. too, do they
know from Uie condition as to the
frost Uie length of Ume the snow has
been cut By touching Uie tracks
of people or wild animals they can
tell when they passed that way al-

most to an hour, if Uie tracks have
been made within a day or two.

.INDIAN Eia.VALS.

The Indians of Uie great western
plains have now a system hardly
exceeded In efficiency by Uie mili-
tary coda of Uie civilized world.
For many years their only means
ofcommunlcaUng at a distance was
by signal fires upon Uie hilltops at
night and by columns of smoke
during the day. They have a
method, not well known to those
outside the native tribes, of cover-Ing- a

fire until a sufficient quantity
of smoke has been accumulated,
when it wiU suddenly burst forth
into a column of thick, heavy smoke
that cannot fall to attract attention
even at a great distance. These
signal fires and smoke signals are
still in use among them, but they
have besides a code of signals Uiat
is telegraphed from point to point
by sun flashes made with a small
mirror. Their coda is not kuown
beyond their own ranks, further
than that It is not atystem of words,
but Uiat certain flashes of longer or
shorter duration,
intermingled with steady rays,
signify conditions or events Uiat it
was previously arranged they should
indicate. The Indian heliograph Is
the small, round mirror In a metal
case which has always been an

of trade with savages all over
the world.

Every Indian hunter or warrior
wears one of these UtUe mirror
suspended from a string around his
neck, and Its use is constant with
him. An officer of the army who
recently was acUng as commissary
of aubsistenCeon an Apache reserva-
tion told me that on one occasion
tbe stock cattle for Issue to the Indi-
ans arrived unexpectedly, when be
supposed Uiat there were Dot more
than ten Indians within twenty
miles of Uie spot, except those
around headquarters. Theso at
once put their UtUe heliographs to
use, and responses were immediate-
ly flashed from Uie neighboring
hilltops and repeated to those be-

yond. The result was that within
three hours there were more than
2500 Indians at Uie point of issue,
and others were still coming In hot
haste from every direction across
the plains.
