Wagner's Tleatre ?.t Eayrcuth.
Edward JDannreuther is deliver--

ng a series of lectures iu London
on tue poem 01 "uer King der
Nibelungen," upon Which Wagner
has been, engaged ever since
1S47, . and may be regarded
as tne. mam work ot Lis life.
Mr. Datfreuther'ri . introductory be
fore the iliojal Institution gives a
detailed account of Wagners
work, for the proper production
of which it was found necessary to, ' . .i s ii l : i -

duuu a meairu uu special auapta-tion- s.

Exteriorly it is a plain,solid structuio of red brick and
wood, neither beautiful nor ugly,without tne slightest attemrt at
architectural show, but exactly lit
for its purpose, ui tne interior
arrangement Mr. Dannreuther says:
,"ine vneatie is ouiu and paid

for, stage arrangements and pre-
liminary rehearsals completed; in
short, all expenses defrayed up to
the present uay. anu a balance in
hand of upwards or lo.ojo florins.
Of course, this has been done so far
only by means of much sacrifice on
the part of ail tne principal persons
concerned. Every mechanical ser
vice required forL the building, the
stage, tne business management,
eto-- ; was .chosen of the best, and
paid for accordingly, iiut every
artistic service is. paid for only in
proportion-a- the giver can allbrd
to give. it or not. The principal
singers are not paid at all, or only
n proportion to tue loss they sus

tain pn the infringement of con-
tracts they, are. under elsewhere
The members .of , the orchestra
receive a salary sufficient to defray
their ran way fares, and tueir liveli
hood during the months' taken up
by me, reiiearsaisand performances,ana so on WtH every body coneera
ed. : And when I . add that the
principal singers, and the members
or tne orchestra, aie one and all
picked men from the principal
theatres of thn greajb cities, and
that very many more have volun-
teered than, could by any chance be
acceptei, yets iwiil agree with me
that the coming performances at
Uayreutn, are indeed a most sur
prising thing. :

"Now for the inside of the thea-
tre. A large stage; with all the
best-conaider-

j mechanical appli
ances, about the size of that of Cov-e- nt

Garden.' An auditorium much
smaller ;than thai, of Coveut Gar.
den ; Jess . than. . 1 ,500 seats 1 ,
000 for. the . patrons of the under
taking, the remainder to be other-
wise disposed Of; all seata directly
facing the stage;: no side-bo- x e or

: "prompter' box
In frontiof the stages and screened
from the auditorium by a simple
wooden reflector, a deep aud com-
modious pit for the orchestra, large
enough to seat Jxu musicians com
lortabiyand so deep as to render
even the conductor totally Invlsi
ble. It was a desire to obtain com
plete scenic illusion, and to get rid
of the disturbing aspects or the or
chestral lamps- - and the unavoida
ble contortions of the orches-
tral players, that i.led to this
plan of

"

einkiDEr the orchestra
and extending . the auditorium
in the shape i of an elongated am
phitheatfe; ,fot .if the orchestra
is to remain 'invisible, it is obvious
that neither lofty galleries or side-box-es

could be admitted. The boat
way jto form a picture of the thea
tre, is ' to fancy a wedge, the thin
end of which touches the back of
of the stage, and the thick end the
back of the auditorium. The rows
of feats are arranged in slight
curves, each row further from the
stage being raised about ten inches
above its predecessor and the seats
so arranged that Lyejyn&rj on
me neausor tne persons before himme pic ror the orchestra has.proved perraonacoustical point of view. In short:
certain shortcomings of our present
orchestral arrangements seem to
have been removed. One of those
changes for the better, which I no-
ticed last summer ab the prelimi-
nary rehearsals, is still a puzzle
The wood winds flutes, oboes,
clarionets and bassoons thoughtne position occupied by them as
regards the other instruments is
not a bit nearer to the auditorium
than in any of our opera or concert
rooms, yet have a distinctness and
clearness of sound altogether sur
prising. The individuality of each
instrument stands out as distinctly,and the actual volume of sound
they produce when used together,is so palpably greater that one is
accustomed to hear, that I have In
vain looked about' for a suflicient
reason. ,The playera no doubt are
or the first order,: but there are
players equally competent here or
in Paris. .

"The brass, as might have, been
expected, sou n da less brassy than
usual.; That explosive bang which
seems1 inseparable from a sudden
forte of trumpets and trombones in
our concert-room- s is subdued, yetthe power of those instruments is
not .perceptibly 'lessened. With
tne strings a nave noticed no
change worth remarking? there was
an aUBence or Clearness here and
there, but as: thia occurred only In
pamageB of extreme technical

orchestra read at
first sight .'(and wonderfully well,
toox)' am i convinoed that, after
proper rehearsals, every note will
be as clear and bright as it should
