Fire Alarm.— Shortly before 5
o’clock yesterday aflternoon the fire
alarm was rung, and immediately
a dense volume of smoke was seen
rising from a poiat in the seuthern
part of the city, creating Lthe im-
pression that an extensive fire was
on hand. It commenced and ended
principally in smoke, howaver, the
cause of it being that some work-
men were meltiag tar in a boiler,
in asmall wooden building near the
Washington House, and had left
the premisea for a short time, when
the boiler leaked, leiting the lar
run out into the fire and upon the
floor. The flames were soon amo-
thered out. The firemen turned
out, but happily their services were
not required.

Z. C. M. 1. BUILDING.

This mammoth bullding Ia near-
ing completion, it being ‘expected
that the work of removing goods to
it will be commenced in about two
weeks from now, and that it will
be opened for business on or before
the 6th of next April. We ques-
tion if there is another bullding re-
sembling it very closely, especially
in ita interlor arrangements, in
America, and perhaps not in any
part of the werld. It is a Lhree
story building, with basement ex-
tending under the whole of the
struclure, and the irem front, de-
signed by Folsom & Taylor, is very
bhandzome, making a splendid ap-
pearauce. The full ground mea-
surement of the building is 318 feet
long by i3 feet wide. In construct-
ing the basement, which Is eleven
feet high in the clear, 216 cords of
rock was used. The floor of this
part is of the most solid description,
being formed in the first place by
filllog from the ground to the level
of the upper edge of the joists with
concrele, and over this bard mate-
rial is laid two courses of f(loor-
ing. As a maiter of course this
part will be used for the storage
of the varlious classes of heavy
goods, and at the rear or east
end are the engine and boller,
used for hoisting and lowering
the elevator, which are at that end
of the building. The engine is
twenty horse power and was man-
ufactured by Crane & Cg., of Chli-
cago, as was also the forty horse
power boiler, situated in the same
part, for heating the huge bullding
by meansof pipes and steam. This
machinery is in course of being fit-
ted by Mr. W. J. Bilver,

The brick of which the walls are
composed was manufactured by the
Bountiful Co-operative Institution,
no less than 900,000 of the article
being wused in their construction,
and had they been the ordinary
sized brick, instead of larger, it
would have taken one third more.
On the reof there is no less than

18,807 square feet of tin, placed
there by Mitehell & James. The
whole interior is chiefly lighted
from the top, there being 3,466
square feel of glassin thesky-lights,
and the fine fron front is embel-

lished with the largest plate glasa
in the Territory.

Necessarily a large amount of
lumber has been used In the con-
struction, the approximation being
about 575,000 feet, most of which.
especially the heavier timbers, is
good, sound, durable red pine. Each
floor is supported by rows of pillars

or columns, 48 on each, aggregating
192, those above the basement be-

Ing turned.

The fitst floor is 17 feet in the
clear, the secomd 15 feet aud the
tHird 12 feet.

A distingulshing feature of the
buildiog is being lighted from the
roof, as previously stated. The
horizoutal messurement across the
skylights is 10 feet, the opening
down the middle of the third floor
10 feet aiso, and that on tbe second
floor 12 feet, this arrangement ad-
mitting a flood ef light to the
whole iolterior. Before the struc-
ture was so far advanced some ex-
pressed doubts as to the sufficilency
of the light by this means, but the
result sttained has dispelied all
ideas of that kind, and it is aswell
if not better lighted than any bulld.
ing of magnitude fn the Territory.
I'he- openings in the upper floers
are bri lged over at intervals, to ad-
mit 8f passing from one wside to an-
other, and those briiges, as .well
as the whole sides of the epenings,
are surrounded by a sultable mil-
ing, in the form of flaf bannisters.
On the first or entmance floor
there is no less than 792 feet of
counter, or considerably over the
length of a bleck. The counters
are neatly panelled, and pilastered
in frorft, and topped with walnut.

Down the centre of this floor, be-
tween the two rows of columns, are
first a double counter, in oblong
form, which will be surmounted
with glass show cases for the dis-
play of jewelry and notlons, next
east a double row of counter with,
shelving betwéen, for gentlemen’s
underciothing; and next another
double row of. ceunter, with suita-
ble ahelving, for ready made cloth-
ing, etc. Attached to this latter,
and facing westward, is the office of

the cash clerk.

Still east jof this, a oce 48 ft.
by 16 ft. is hnndoom:r; enclosed
with sultable ranpelling, in which
are inserted, all around the upper
portion of the enclosure, Ilarge
squares of fine plate glass. This
constitutes the office of the estab-
lishment where the secretary and
treasurer and bookkeepers do their
busineas, the interior arrangements

eof this part belog now under pre-
paration.

The east end of Lhe building is
partitioned off from cellar to roof,
and that part of the first floor will
be devoted to the receiving and de-
livery of goods.

The eecond floor, which is ar
rmoged with innumerable tables
and a large amount of shelving and
other necessary arrangements and
couvenienceas, will be used on the
north side for the wholesale dry
goods, notions and carpets depart-
ment, and on Lhe south side for the
wholesale grocery and hardware
business, while the rear division
will be the opening and marking
room.

The taird or upper floor in the
front part will be used for hollowand
willow ware and for goods of that
class, while the rear or west divi-
sion will Le used as the packiog
room.

Besides the convenieuce of being
heated by steam the veutilation of
the large structure is excellent!
provided for by a most unsibl':
system of flues running from floor
to roof, with openings on each
floor to carry off the noxious alr
that would otherwise accumulate,
There are but two ways of entrance
to or egress from the building, the
front and rear, this, combined with
the absence of other openings on
the sldes, Leing a judiclous pro-
vision for many reasons, such as

from contiguous bulldings, ete.

Along the front of the building a
stout plank sidewalk will be con-
structed, and the best crossing in
the city will be laid over the strest
westward from that peint. It will
be comstructed of plank for a dis
tance of twelve feet in wilth, and
from each side of that will be laid
a breadth of fifteen feet in roelr,
making an entire breadth of forty-
two fee!? which will be within
eleven feet of Leing the whole
width of the building.

The moment a person eunters the
building he is struck with its im-
roclng appearance, the method of
ighting from the roof, and the
openings in the floor enabling the
eye to take in a large scop= of the
surroundingsgiving it areallygrand
eflect, and impressing one at once
withthe mechanical ingenuityofthe
mind that concelved and originated
the plan of construction. Presi-
dent Young was that orlﬁi
and not only was the bullding
up on his design, but he has pes-
sonally supervised the conetruotion
of every , Wwhich {s alone a
warrant of substantiality for every-
thing about the entire structure,he
being, on principle,opposed to any-
thin&being made a part of a build-
ing tbat is ofa fllmay or unenduring
r, and the whole result is a
monumeunt of the keen sensibility
of his mind to the general fitness
of thhll:fn.

Mr. Henry Grow, the active su-
perintendent of construction, has
done hiraselfl t credit in the
mavper in which the work inevery
particular has been ex
another of the sucoesses of this we
known mechanic and bullder, who
has been engaged in 'buildln'; up
the Territory, in the employ of Pre-
sident Young, for the last twenty-
two years, erecting grist, saw and
woollen mills, &c. e erected the
building, and unpacked and fitted
the machivery ready for spinning,
for the first woollen and cotton
mill in the Territory; he bullt the
first suspemaion bridge hereabout,
across Ogden river, and also others
across Lthe Weber, Jordan and Pro-
vorivers. He likewise was super-
intendent eof construction of the
New Tabernacle, and many other
useful works that are standing evi-
dences of ihis abllity.
