After
going a fast elghth the horse took the
hit in his teeth and ran away. e is an
outslde runner and in méaking the turn
ran lito the fence, knocking it down and
falling heavily.

The program hook for the first soven
days of tho Butte Jockey club’s big sum-=
mear meeting is out und copies of the
pamphlet wero being alstributed yester-
day among the horsemen gquarterced at
the falr grounds by Jas,
whom owners who have not alrea
0 can obtain thom.

The book calls for seven riaces daily,
and In this connection it may be stated
that the same arrangement will ¢continue
throughout the entire meeting which be-
gins July 3 and runs 30 days.

This 'Is something of an innovation and
in view of the large number of horses
which will bo at 'the famous Montana
course, it will sureiy appeal strongly to
the horsemen as it means $§1,600 per week,
and $7.500 for the meeting: more: money
for distribution among them than they
could have counted upon. The program
will appeal to the horsemen, for at lecast
two reasons, namely, Iberality in purse
offerings and In diversity in the races.
