it should accomplish no other

desirable object, will do this it
will help to teach ua that there is
another portion of Europe than
Germany, France and Italy, upon
which the tourist usually expendshis vagrant energy, and, in that far
oil region, which the ancients call
edScandinavia, there lives a refined,
erudite, and energetic people, who
have Kept abreast with the moving
world In the arts, sciences, and In
dustries, but, who, on account of
the sparseneas ot their population,
and a certain isolation imposed by
their language, lack such audience
as alwava awaits the Euglish,
French, or Herman production.
The Hwedish art collection has been

surprise to all but a few counols
seurs who were not unfamiliar with
the names Bergh, Borjesson, Herz
berg, Kiorboe. Hermelin, Ijiude
gren, iSordenberg ana nibDiug.lhe most conspicuous picture in
the Swedish collection, both on ac
count of its size and excellence, is
"The Burning of the Royal Palace
at Stockholm in the youth of
Charles the Twelfth,'' by J. Hock
ert. me picture might be more
propeily called, The escape of the
royal family from the burning
palace. Descending the inaginncent staircase is seen the aged but
still regal grandmother, supported
bv Charles the Twelfth, and his
sister, while a younger nister has
tens before tnem, bearing m ner
arms a rescued poodle. The3' are
followed by ladies and gentlemen
of the royal household, some of
whom have snatched, iu the coufu
sion of liight, a few ot the more
precious heiilooms of the royal
palace, but who are mainly intent
upon escape from the llames. The
subject is powerful in conception
and it is sustained in the minutest t
details of its treatment. The lilial
heroism of the Prince and Princess,
as they hasten down the grand
9talrease. but do aot forget their
royalty eyeniu tho midst of calam
ity, is perhaps the pivotal idea of
the artist; but the picture is strong
in all its parts, the name and sti
tling smoke are intensely real, and
the majestic sweep of the broad
staircase, without its tragic tableau
and i lurid background, would be,
in itself, a picture.
