On tbo occasion referred to
all forenoon wastpent luarrauglug the
union, und though the young couple
were present no expression of opinion
wasrc'iulrud from them as the chlola
claim jurisdiction lu such uuttirs. It
was finally doolded that they should be
marrlud, the ceremony to take placo In
thu evening. Djflug the atternouu
"karakbi," or prayers, l.lder lCelsjn
addressed tbe Halnts on tho subject of
marriage and the Importance ol oh
serving tbe laws of chastity, etc. T ho
bridegroom nnd hrldu then came for
waid and wore united In the bonds of
holy matrimony lu tbe usual manner.
Afterwards tbe friends and rulatlvin
greeted tho newly married couple and
cheered over the celebratl in of thu
nuptials. Thu company then enjoyed
asocial dance.

Jmid matters receive considerable
Attention In this oountry, aa all the
laud originally wat clalmtd by lho
natlvu tribes collectively, Land
courts aru now organlrid to grant the
laud to Individual claimants. Thu
Maoris own 10,000,000 acres of lanl In
thu North Island, of wblotl
Is agricultural, and thu rett grazing
land. A coualderablo portion of It la
covered with demo timber or brush,
and la qutto mountainous. Tho gov
eminent has control of all the land
courta and lho Maoris complain of thu
heavy asseesiuenta and taxes levied up-

on tlit Ir lands. l.nnd la often Itnwd
to an 1, lu many cases, thu
aaaeuiumt exctoJ thu rental. In
order to remedy tblaovll, the Maoris
are organizing what Is termed aMaoii
parliament, and petitioning tbo gov-
ernment lo Rrant them absolute

of their own land allalra.
Ilamlorn Maui.akahla, an educated
natlvo lawver, Is rreinlcr. lie Is ene
rf the eldest members of thu Church,
and was present at our conference,
lie stated that about Sl.O.W
Maoris had signed thu agree-
ment and petition for said par-
liament, anil that the objtct was to
control the leasing and tale of tha
land, alsa to enrourage the cultivation
of it nu I to locate and build towns after
thu I..uroieau style. The proposition
Is receiving thu euppoit of prominent
stateimon nud It may probally eucour
ago tho Mairle to mora Industilous
nud energetic.
