A UTAH BOY SHOT

A young man from springvilleSpringville
killed in colorado

the following is taken from the san
miguelmieuel journal of junejane ath published
at telluride colorado

sunday afternoon about six
word reached town that a man had
been killed at the quinley saw mill on
prospect creek anandd soon after charles
benton canoecame in and savegave himself up
acknowledging to the shootingshoo tins but
claiming to have done it in self de
fbenseeuse As the grand jury were to sit
the following morning it was notdot con-
sidered necessary that a preliminary
hearing be nad and benton was placed
inia the custody of deputy sheriff
ricker the killkillinging and the circum-
stances which led to it as related by
eyewitnesseseye witnesses are as follows

evening men
were playing a friendly game of cards
when benton and missouri bill got
to quarreling and fighting they were
stopped antand mr barry who is running
the mill told the men he would have
no more of it sunday afternoon
while mr barry was in town benton
was sitting behind the stove reading
when bill came into the room with a
heavy bootjackboot jack in his iban and
nourishingflourishing it over benton demanded
that he give up them knuckles this
benton refusedrefbased to do and the two men
clinched but were immediately sepa-
rated by wm sellers who was also in
the room benton stepped back into
the kitchen took down a rifle put in a
cartridge stepped back to the door
and aiming at what he supposed was
bill pulled the trigger buckley the
murdered man it appears was lying
on the bunk and had criscurise u when tiekie
row started he was standingendingst by the
bedside in a direct line with bill
whom it is supposed Benton intenderintendedintendea
to0 kill when benton came in withahthee gun bill stepped qui kly to one
side both he and buckley tadlad on red
flannel shirts the room was not very
light and the theory of the witnesses
is that in his rarageracc and excitement ben-
ton did not discern the difference the
ball a springfield rifle 44 callcalibrebre en-
tered the left breast lust below thebe

nipple passed through the budybody
came out under the right arm and
passed on into the arm and was cut
out of the fleshy muscle part after
the shot buckley throwing both hands
to his breast exclaimed mymv god
im shot I1 reeled forward a ffew steps
and fell clodownwn dead

A representative of the journal
viewed the corpse at un-
dertakingdertaking rooms yesterday and found
the corpse considerably bruised and
marked indicating that the murdered
man hadbad also been in the tightfight and
there is some talk that perhaps the
shooting of buckley was not altogether
a mistake
