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OFFICIAL LAWLESSNESS,

Taxr news of the killing of Edward M.
Dalton on Thursday by a deputy mar-
shal at Parowan created a prefound
impressioa. When the particuiars of
the dastardly act were learned through
the columns of this paper, all classes
of the community denounced and de-
plored the occurrence. Only a few
malignants § of | the §7ribunel” stripe,
who are filled with the spirit of mur-
der and hate, had any apologies for.the
crime or excuse for the official assas-
sin. ’

It is clalmed by them that the muar-
dered man bad previously twice es-
caped from arrest, having been indict-
ed for uniawful cohabitation. Suppos-
ing this to be troe, it does not justify
in the least the course pursued In this
instance. All the reliable accountsre-
ceived concerning the homicide agree
in the statement, that the deceased
was, at the time of the shooting,peace-
ably passiong along the street, and that
he was unarmed, that he was not es-
caping from the officers, and that the
call for him to stop and the firing of the
shot that killed him were almost if not
exactly simultaneous.

The Iindictment said to have been
found wzalnst Brother Dalton was for
a simple misdemeanor. It was not for
a felony. He was not dolng any un-
lawfal act at the time of the shooting.
If the officer had a warrant for his
arrest, he had no authority to take the
accused withouat informing him of that
fact aud showing him the warrant if
required to do so. It Is not clalmed
that he made any resistance. And even
if he had attempted to escape after
arrest for a misdemeanor, the
law would not have justitied the shoot-
ing. [t was clearly an unlawiul act on
the part of the oifllcer, W. Thompson,

Jr.
The enemies of the ‘*Mormons’’ will

make Ro capital by the base attempt of
their ofgan to palliate the act, and fal-
sify the facts of the homicide and the
cominents made npon It, The proper
course for all parties Is Lo recognize
the wrong and see that the law I8 mag-
nifledd. We are informed that Marshal
Dyer does not approve of viovlence on
the part of his deputies nor any unlaw-
ful proceedings against persons ac-
cused of offences agalnst the
law, That he does' not Justify
improper methods of arrest in the
cases of “Mormonps’’ any more than of
other accused persons. We have every
reason to belleve this is true, and that
there] is no hesitation on his part in
open deprecation of such acts of
deputies as are clearly in violation of
the law,

And the cause of anti-**Mormonism’
in Utali will recelve no support by at-
tempting to screcn the assassin from
the lezal consequéhces of his deed of
blood. A desperate attempt will no
doubt be made to save the depulles
concerned in this cowardly and crue!
act, from the just penslties of violated
law. We express this opinion from
the course pursued in times past, and
the bias that is continually exhibited
against everything “*Mormon” and  In
favor of our enemies. But it will be
found in due time that the policy was
suicidal, and that justiee obly lives
and;endares in the administration of
the law, and that it is sure at some
time to claim its own, even of its offi-
cial interpreters and administrators.

The pretended anticipation of vie-

lence on the part of the Indig-
nant pephlace against the perpe~
trators ol the crime at Paro-
Wan, was but & manifestation
of the wish (Lat was “*father to the
thought.”” Nothing would more de-

light the trouble breeders in Utah,
than a rising of the people to Inflict
vengeance upon some scrub -official
who has committed an act calcu-
lated to goad an oppressed and ha-
rassced people into reckless fury. Bat
we arehappy to say there has been no
sign of any disposition on the part ot
the pecple to take the law into thelr
own hands. Grief and Indignation
swelled thelr bosoms; but the lawless-
pess whizh in almost every other part
of ithis western reglon would
have followed the murder, was not
even hinted at by the populace in
whose pewer the vicious deputles
were placed when the deed was done.
That 18 right, and will be found the
wisest policy becanse it Is right.

Both the officers who are entrusted
with the execution of the law, and the
people who are maade subject to intru-
sion and discomfort, should learn
their rights and neither should en-
croach upen the rights of others. We
kave not bad occasion to demounce

the doings of insolent depn-
ties since Marshal Dyer has
been in office, as during

the reckless reign of his predecessor.
But there are some creatures who have
been continued in subordinate office,
who trained under the wretched and
vicious Ireland school, and who are
not fit to be entrusted with power nor
tothrust themselves Into the homes and
presence of decent people. Deputies
have come to think that they are a
privileged clasa, not bound by the re-
strictlons that govera ordinary mem-
bers of the community. And feslings
of this character, that have been fos-
tered and encouraged, have let to the
desperate and unjustifiable act of fatal
violence at Parowan.

Deputies have been permitted, with-
out rebnke,to stop people on the pub-
lic highway for whom they bad no war-
rant of arrest or other legal paper.
They have threatened to shoot persons
golng from one house to suother, if
they did not submlit fo thelr interroga-
tions. That they have no rnight to
shoot a defendant, even If escaping
from arrest for a misdemeanor, has
been shown in these columns. Much
less have they the right to
shoot or threaten persons unaccused
of crime. MNeither have they the righg
to question men, women Or children in
the manner of which many complain’
People ;shuuld understand that a dep-
uty marshal is not & judicial officer in
any sense of the word. No oné js com-~
pelled to satisfy his impeflinent curl-’
osity or to give him information con-
cernimg any one’s private afairs, Of-
flcers should not be obstructed in the
lawful pertormance of duty, but they
should’ not presume upon their posi-
tion, and try to scare the uninformed
into admissions or any other evidence
respecling themselves or their neigh-
bors,

Excess of duty is Ilawlessness.
Every officer fof the law is bound to
keep within the limits of the law.
When he transcends those limits he
ought to be punished just as much, at
least, as any private individual who
transgresses. The msjesty of the law
eannot be maintaiped by winking at
the unlawful acts of officials.. All:‘%
people are not reguired to subm
any proceedings on the part of oflicers
which are not required or authorized

justifisble. -
ful authority, or lawial authority un-
iswfully exercised, is neither morally
nor legally wrong. BStill it is better to
avoid the appearance ot evil, and quiet
submission to wrong for the time be-
iog is better than rashness and vio-
lence. A legal remedy ought to be had
for every illegal act, and those In
anthority will do far more to.sstablish
and maintain respect for the law by
dealing out justice to officials who dis-
regard 1t, than by tacitly endorsing
their wrong-doing because performed
in excessive zeal against a people
marked out for special severity.

The bloody deed at Parowan should
serve to show the couniry the extreme
methods which are belng pursued in
the senseless crusade against the
““Mormons,”’” and ought to suggest the
propriety of a haltin the unwarranted
pursuit of one selected class of offend-
ers, whose acts are not prompted by
any criminal spirit, but have been per-
formed by virtue of Inviacible religlous
convictions. At any rate let the law
be vindicated in the case of official as-
sassination at Parowan.

A Man Dies from Injuries Inflicted
by Roughs—HBarglary—First Dis-
trict Court ltems—Misvesllonecons
HMatters.

James E, Horrocks was sworn as the
first witness. He said he was a bar-
tender 1a the saloon of his father, Jas.
Horrocks on Fifth Street.On Saturday
last the dcceased came into
tue saloon about 10 o'clock. He staved
tili12 p.m. Two others came In during
that time, ' One of them is callea
Biily Andrews; he worked at the livery
stablesof J. M, Dee, In Ogden: the
name of the other man witness did not
know. Witness, at 12 o'clock, told
them it wad time to close and advised
deceased w0 go home. He replied
be did not like to sleep alone. He
was uoder the influence of liquor.
At that time another man wae present
namwed Thomas Kion:y, and he
said, ‘1 will go and =sleep with youn.”
Toey all left the saloon together.
Soorily after Billey and the deceased
cames pack and witness heard them
talkine on the sidewalk. Soon after
witoess heard an altercation, a blow,
and decoased fall to the ground. Billy
taen sald “‘zet up Frenchy, that will do
you good.” *Yes," replied deceased,
“Come up to my place and take
& cigar. At that time there were flve
persons, and they all went off togeth-
vr. Witness did not know the name ol
the fourth man.

Mr. ¥. H. Reeder testifled: He was
a cloge nelghbor to deceased. He heard
bim about midnight last of Saturday,
iu the back vard, two differcnt times
callipg out ““murder,” and for help.
\Witness heard deceased fall twice. He
got up and looked out, the: e were two
ur three me: besides Lije
deceased, Witness could only see
their shoulders from. where ;he was
—the sound seemed to come from the
store of the deceased—he was a baker,
ete. Witness went to the front doour
and saw Thomas Keuney there, The
polise were then seunt {for.

Police officer Warren FElmer was
sworn and testifled that on Satarday
night last he was called (about 12
o'clock) to the assistanece of deceased,
He, in company wilh Henry Chappel
and Thomas Kepney, went through
and all around the block.
They HBAW Billy Andrews and
Jack Seaman standing near Bond’s
store, corper ol Young and Fourth
Streeta., Did not suspect them and
did not make any arrests. On Sunday
sewrch was made but did pot find
either Andrews or Scaman. The 1u-
quest was then adjourped till this
morning, when Thos. Kenney testified

Policeman Ohappel corroborated the
evidence of Elmer, Several other wit-
Puésses were examined; among them
was Dr. J. G. Bryant, who certified
that Despuey died ol erysipelas, of
scalp and serious membrane wounds,
These, together with dissipation and
ex¥osure, caused his death,
he verdict ol the Jary was: That the
deceased Isadore Despuey came to
his death througzh injuries
received at the bands of one
Billy Andrews and another man whose
name 18, to us unknown; which in-
juries, combined with dissipation and
cxposure, brought on erysipelas and
cansed his deatn.”
The deceased is a fearful looking ob-
ject. His head is swollen to a tremen-
,Lous size. His face 1s bruised, his
eves are “*‘bunged up,'” and his body is
battered. He s a Frenchman,
abont 45 years of age, He
has no fIriends or relatives in this
country,so far as has been ascertalred.
He has reslded at Ogden several years.
He has fora long time been given te
habits of drunkenness and dissipation.
His remains ware buried this afternoon
by the coroner. He leit scarcely
enough means to pay his funeral ex-
enses; besides, he died in debt to Mr.
avid Kay to the amount of ahcut §200.
