Suill That Lesfer.

Yesterday’s Philadelphia Bulletin
says: In conneetion with the fact
announced in our telegraphic col-
umnps that the man who is alleged
to have forged the Garfleld-Morey
letter has been arrested, we present
the following very interesting state-
ment bearing directly on the subject,
given to usby a prominent member
of the bar and a business man of this
city, who has in his pos fon some
very important facts rela ting to the
matter. This gentleman asserts
that the signature to the fi let-
ter is a fac simile of Garfleld’s signa-
ture to a lefter written to Gen. Rose-
crans in the year 1865; that the let-
ter is now in this city, having come
here by accident, after having been
used by the forger for the purpose of
rocuring Garfleld’s bandwriting,
and that other letters which are fac
similes of Garfleld’s handwriting
came at the same time. Rosecrans
is a democratic candidate for Con-
gress in California, and it is an open
question whether he could have lent
himself to this thing er not.
