“Columbuas, O., July S, 1576,

“Hon. Edward MePherson,Hon,
Win. A. Howard, Hon. Joseph H.

“Gentlemen—In reply to your
official ecommuuication of June 17,
by which I am informed of my
nomination for the oflice of Presl-
dent of the United States by the
Republican National Convention
at Cineionati, I accept the nomin-
ation with gratitude, and under
providence 1 shall be anxisus, if
elected, to execute the duties of the
high oflice as a trust for the benefit
of the people. | do not deem it
necessary to enter upon an extend-
ed examination of the declaration
of prineiples made by the Conven-
tion. The resolutions are in accord
with my viewsand I beartilyconcur
in the prineiples they announce.
In several of the resolulions, how-
ever, qLeitions are considered
which are of such importance that
[ deem it proper briefly to express
my cenvictions in regard to them.

burden sud an unwarrantable 140-
drance w the proper dischiarge of
thelr legitiuate duties. 1t ought
to be abolished. Toe reform should
be thorough, radical and complete.
We should return to the principles
aud practice of Lthe founders of the
Governmenl, supplying by legisia

tion, when needed, that which was
tormerly established by custom.
Phey neither expected nor desired
from the public ofMicer any partisan
service. I'hey meant that public
officers should use their whole ser-
vice to the government and to the
people. They meant that the ofii

cer should be secure in his tenure
as long as his personal character
remained vutarnished and the per-
formuance of his duties was salisfac-
tory. IfelectedlI ghall conduet the
administration of the government
upon these principles, and all con-
stitutional powers vested in the
execative will be employed to es-
tablish this reform,

“I'he declaration of principles by
the Clincinati convention makes no
announcement in favorof a single
presidential term. 1T donot assunie
to add to that declaration, but be-
lieving that the restoration of the
clvil service to the system establi-
lished by Wasliizgton and folluwed
by the early presidents can be best
accomplishied by an executive who
is under no temptation to use the
patronage of hisz office to promote
his own re-election, 1 desire to per
form what I regard as a duty in
stating now my intlexible purpose,
if elected, not to be n eandidate for
election 10 a second term. On the
currency question I have frequent-
ly expressed my views in public,
and [ stand by my rccord on this
subject. I regard ull the laws of
the United States relating to the
payment of the public indebted-
ness, the legal tender included, as
constituling a pledge and moral
obligation of the government
which must in goed faith be kept.
It is my conviction that the feeling
of uncertainty imseparable from an
irredeemable paper currency, with
its fluctuations of walues, is one of
the great obstasles to arevival of
conlidence and business and to a
return of prosperity. That uncer-
tainty can be ended in but one
way, the resumption of specie pay-
ment. DBut the longer the instabil-
ity connecled with our present
money system Is permitted to con-
tinue, the greater will be the in-
jury iuflicted upon our enonomical
interests, awd ull classes of society,
LT eleeted T shall approve every ap-
propriate measure to accomplish
the desired end, and shall oppose
any step backward.

“The resolution with aespect to
the public schioonl systiem one
which should receive the hearty
support of the Awmerican people.
Agitation upon this subject 1s to be
apprehiended until by constitu-
tional amendment the sehiools are
placed beyond all danger of sectar-
ilan control or interference.  The
republican party is pledgod o se-
cure such an amendment.

“The resolution of the convention
on the subject of the permanent
pacification of the country and the
complete protection of all its eiti-
zeus in ths free enjoyment of all
their constitutional 1ights of
timely and of great importance.
The condition of the southern
States attracts the attention and
commands the sympathy of the
whole Union. 1In their progressive
recovery from the eflects of the
war their first necessity is an intel-
ligent and honest administration
of the government, which will pro-
tect all classes of citizens in all
their political and private rights.
What the south most needs is
peace, and peace depends unon the
supremacy of law. There cap be
no enduring peace if the constitu-
tional rights of any portion of the
people are habitually disregarded.
A division of political parties, rest-
ing merely upon distinetions of race,
or upou sectional lines, 18 always
unfortunateand may be disastrous.
I'he welfare of the south, alike with
that of every other part of the
country, depends upon the attrae
tions it can offer to labor, to im-
migration, and to capital. But
laborers will not go and eapital
will net be ventured where the
constitution and the laws are set at
defiance and distraction, apprehen-
sion and alarm take the place of
peace-loving and law abiding social
life. All parts of the constitution
are sacred and must be suciodly
vbserved; the parts that are new
no less than those that are old.
The moral and national prosperity
of the southern States ean be most
eflectually advauced by a hearty
and generous recognition of the
rights of all by all; a recognition
without reserveor exception, With
such a recognition fully accorded
it wiil be practicable to promotefby
the influence of all legitimate ageni-
cies of the general govern
ment, the eflorts of the ‘people of
these Btates to obtain for themselves
the blessings of honest and capable
loeal government. It elected, I
shall consider it not only my duty,
but it will be my ardent desire, to
labor for the attainment of this
end. L.t me assure my country-
men of the Southern Siates that if
[ shall be charged with the duty of
orﬁnnlziug an administration it
will be ene which will regard and
cherish their truest interests, the
interests of the white and of the
colored people, both and equally,
and which will put forth its best
efforts in behalf of a eivil policy
which will wipe out forever the
distinction between the north and
south in our common ecountry.
With a civil service organized upon
a sysiem which will secure purity,
experience,efliciency and economy,
a strict regard for the public wel-
fare solely in appointments, and
the speedy, thorough and unspar-
ing prasecution and punishment of
all public officers who betray offi-
cial trusts, with a sound currency,
with education unsectarian and
free to all, with simplicity and fru-
gality in publiciandjprivate affairs,
and with a fraternal spirit of har
mony pervading the people of all
sections and classes, we rea-
