A large number of
houses have gone down with tho
turface, but only a few were badly
damaged.

Later. It is known that there
were tv, miners entombed
iu the mine. The cave occurred nt
9 o'clock this morning In 2Co. G

gallery, covering an area of more
than ten act es. The surface, almott
as far as the eye can reach, was
seamed and cracked with long,
irregular fissure romo of which
arc over two ftxt wide. Thousands
rushed to the scene of the disaster,
and the lamentations of the wives
and little ones were heartrendlm;.
Rescuing parties were immediately
organized and gang after gang re-

lieved eacli other until 5 o'clock,
when the news was passed that they
had succeeded In breaking through
the chamlrs beneath the cave.
About half past (ix the

of Anthony Kroyne was hoMed to
the surface. He was still olie, but
his Injuries ate considered fatal.
Old miners said the fact ot .Kroyne
biiug so badly hurt lent tery little
hope, for the safety of his com-
panions. Wreck and ruin were,
wrought on the surface of the earth,
as well as In the fatal plL Nearly a
score of houses were Rhnltered and
destroyed, and the families d

to Uee for their lives.
A igorcus cllurt Is now being

made to change the air current, so
as to drlvo the gas back from where
tho victims are supposed to be. The
scenes n round the mouth of tho pit
nresorronfulnnd impressive. The
sracc in the Immediate vicinity of
the opening Is lighted with locomo-
tive headlights turned into the
yawning cavern, where details of
miucrs have been laboring. o

this email circle all was dark-
ness. Hundreds of men, Wumen
and children are ranged in a semi-
circle around tho opening. The
men entombed are nearly all mar-
ried, and have large families depen-
dent upon thtm. The people crowd
close to the opening and peer Into
the darkness of the fatal cavern,
while the cries of the women and
children moke one sick w 1th pity.

Washington, Stay 15. The
House committee on Pacific rail-
roads has finally decided to report
favorably to the House the Pacific
railroad funding hill which it had
under consideration reral month.

The court found him guilty on all
the charge"!, and sentenced him to
bo supended from rank and duty
for three years, and to retain his
present number on the list of com-
manders while so suspended.

THE FA1U1EKS' ALLIANCE.
The hearing ot the Farmers' Alli-

ance representatives was continued
by the ways and means committee
this afternoon, Mr. Livingston, the
national lecturer of theorganization,
taking up the argument. He quoted
President Lincoln's prophecy, that
corporations would be enthroned;
that the projwrty of the country
would be concentrated, and the re-
public Itself overthrown, as others
had been. of the
pcopte otrnsd s of the
property. If Congress refused
to approve the plan,
then let it remove the re-
striction, hedging In the national
banking system. The farmers
would care nothing about trusts and
combinations and concentration of
money If theycoufd hold their crops
in and were not com-
pelled, as at present, to sell them at
stated times. It would bo a godsend
to the country to pass tho

bill for the reason (If for no
other) that there would not be a
bucket-sho- p left in tlie United
States. Tlie day or speculation In
crops would be done away with and
the producer and consumer bo
brought together. Sixteen millions
woukl build all the warehouses the
Alliance wanted. What good were
river and harbor Improvements to
the oppressed farmer?
In conclusion, ho said If the com-
mittee thought a landed basis best;
if they could not accept a crop basis,
let them put In the bill. Do some-
thing to relieve the farmers. Don't
make It a question of tarlfTor of s,

but lit the bill stand on Its
merits.

THE SECRETARY OF WAIt

has amended paragraph 329 of the
army regulations as follows:

"The sale or use of ardent spirits
or wines in canteens Is strictly pro-
hibited, but the commanding ofneer
is authorized to permit light beer to
be sold therein by the drink on week
days, and in a room used for no other
purpose, and, when practicable, in
a building apart from that In which
the canteen Is located, whenever he
is satisfied the giving to men an
opportunity of obtaining such bev.

to promote temperance and disci-
pline among tbem.

Jews for tho purpose of purchasing
for the Jews tho copy of the Hebrew
Bible which is in tho Vatican. The
offer which has been made for It la
$200,000, hut it Is stated that the
Pope cannot legally sell It. This is
the most valuable Bible In the
world. It is the most famous Bible
there is In existence, and this is by
no means the first time tha t the
Hebrews of Europe have tried to
purchase It.

Something llko a century or more
ago the Hebrews of Spain, Franco
and Italy, then, as now, extremely
prosperous, ottered for the book Its
weight In gold and more, the offer
being a parallel In magnitude to the
present one. The offer was refused,
just the same as the present offer In
allprobablllty will be.

The Bible is the property of the
Congregation of tho Propoganda,
and Is probably the most valuable
featuro of tlie Polyglot library and
printing office of the congregation,
which have no equals, the collec-
tions in the Vatican library being
considered more valuable than even
those of the British Museum, al-
though less numerous. The Bible
Is In tho original Hebrew manu-
script, and tlie exact time when it
was written has never been satis-
factorily determined, any more than
that it came Into the uonscsaion of
the congrecation founded by Pore
Gregory XV, some three hundred
years ago. The persons who have
seen tho valuable manuscript are
very few. That tho chief treasure of
tho Propaganda will be sold Is al-
together improbable. The Iloman
authorities have steadfastly refused
to recognize any amount of money
as beingan equivalent for this book
and the present composition of the
Congregation of tha Proiiaganda la
such as to preclude the idea of any
chance
