Bemaikaole Torpedo Ooniilct.

An officer of the Turkish navy
has discovered that the most effect-
ive way to beat oft an enemy's tor-
pedo boats from an ironclad is to
use torpedoes against them. The
Russians became aware of this new
plan of their enemles'upon attempt
ing to destroy a iTurusn monitor
stationed near where the Aluta
River flows into i the . Danube. - It
was while their troops were crossing
the Danube, and", as the monitor
had been causing them much an-
noyance ; by constantly shelling
their batteries and destroying their
boats,' it i was deemed necessary to
drive away the too active monster
lest she should i inflict infinitely
greater damage by - destroying the
only bridge across the river. .

A correspondent of the London
Newt describes the conflict which
followed.' The Russians built four
torpedo boats, and their crews putthe boats in ambush behind an
island, r When the monitor came
steamlag along out, the torpedo
boats dashed upon her. To the sur-
prise of the Russians, the Turkish
sailors exhibited none of that ' con-
fusion which usually characterizes
them upon the sudden appearance
of an enemy V vessel.. Evidently
they " had a trained and cool com-
mander; The crew quickly pre-
pared the vessel for action, and
then defended her. with a bravery
and skill that won the admiration
of the Russians. t Her commander
began his defense by thiusting out
from the) monitor torpedoes on the
ends of long spais, thus threatening
the boats wl(h . being, blown Into
the air at the same time opening a
terrlflo fire on them with small
arms and - a mitrailleuse. - He"

moreover maneuvred his boat
in a. v very , skillful . manner,
and with such j dexterity,! that,
with the torpedoes .protecting Lhe
moaitorj the Russian boats were
unable to approach near enough to
it todischarge their torpedoes. ;He
bealdes tried to run the boats drwn
and . nearly succeeded . in doing so.
