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THE INDIAN CAMPAIGN.

The evenis which bve transpir-
ed since the troops, under the com-
mand of Colonel Otis, passed Lhis
point on the 26th of July have been
eurlously illustrative -of Indlan
campaigns. A large force. of troops
had traveled some thousands of
miles o fight the Indians; but for
s9me reason difticult to explain,
when the Indians presented them
selves in a very defiant attitude the
troops feund that their duty ealled
them to some other poing. .

When the presemee of the In-
dians at Powder River was reported
to General Terry there were not
“uing officers of experience who
urged upon the department comn-
mander the wisdom of sendiug a
strong force te l'owder River and
striking at the savages; Lut no at-
tention was paid to this advice, on
the ground, it is supposed, that it
would ioterfere witlhh the general
plan of the campaign Dy delaying
the movement of the main column.
It was also open to the objection
that a small force would run the
risk of beipg pverpowered and cut
to piecea, Whatever may Lo the
value of these reasons one thing is
certain, that fifteen days ago they
were within easy striking distance
of the Sioux, and to-day one-fourth
of the Usited States army is mak-
ing forced marches to discover the
whereabouts of the men who, dur-
ing the latter days of July and the
first days of August, lnvited cur
soldiers who passed near them to
combat with an insolence justified
by the successes they have con-
stantly obtained in fighiing (Le
white myn. . ¥ .
It is spmewhat curious that an
experienced Indian fighter like
Crook should have alloweil so large
a body of Indians to bave escaped
from hjs front, and the fact that he
Awaver communicated to Gen. Terry
any information of the movements
of the Indians has caused quitea
good deal of comment. There is
no doubt that if the generals in
this eampaign had kept each other
informed of what was transpiring
lu their immediate vicinity the
issue would not have been so
disastrous to the army awl the
opuotry.
The preparalions made Ly ‘fhe
War Department to carry oun uvpe-
rations against the BSioux were
ridiculousiy inadequate and alto-
gether unsuitable Lo the nature of
the country. Hugo wagon tralns
havo beeh sent out that ereep over
the ground and in many cases can-
not be passed thirough the country
where it is necessary to fight, in-
stead of good mules, which could
£d anywhere cavalry or infantry
could pass without delaying the
column in making bridges and
roads. Imn one of my former leiters
attention: was called to the dis-
graceful neglect shown in not pro-
viding proper meauns of trausporta-
tion for the sick and wounded.
This matter comes up again io
connection with Gen. V'vrry’s pres-
ent expedition.

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The Leat was overpowering, rang-
ing from 102 in the shade to 122 in
the sun. The foot soldiers acting
as flankers to the column were
obliged to sit sometimes for an
hour in the sun perehed on the
sides of treeless hills without even
a leaf to cover them, and it is won-
derful that numbers of them were
not prostrated by heat during the
march. o

During the night the tempera-
ture suddenly changed, the heat of
the day being followéd by a heavy
downpout of raln. The tempeia-
ture continued to fall, and next day
stood 51 degrees in the shade, a
difference eof 065 degrees within
twenty-four hours, ‘®o bitter was
the cold that the soldiers lighted
tires whenever the column came to
a balt, and officeraand men stood
round and found a fire {n° August
quite welcome, though but‘a few
hours before we had been exposed
to sunstroke weather.
Suddenly, while standing aronnd
a flpe at a temporary halting place,
w0 were startled by a quick sueces—
sion of upearthly yells, and soon
after a band of Crows, painted hid-
eously, burst into camp at full gal-
lop.
