Sec 2,316. All selections of such
lands by Indians heretofore made.
and regularly reported and recog- -
n. zeu as valid and proper by ttie
Secretary of the Interior aud Com-
missioner of I ndiau allaiis, shall be
patented to Uie respective Indians
making the same; and all sales
aeretoiore made and reported,
where the same are regular, and
not in couflict with such selections
or with any other valid adverse
right, except of the United States,
are confirmed, and patents shall
issue thereon, as in other cases,
according to law.
