derstood as the visitors were escorted
through the streets in carriages this
morning with' many beautiful, even

ENORMOUS COMMERCE

which enters here, observable on every
hand, There were everywhere evi-
dences of immatuarity, streete in un-
told nembers were torn up and build-

ing operations seem almost every-
where s rogress, The Pres-
ideot’s conductors pointed out
the factorles with pride. Ouly

carriaes enough to carry the visitors
and escort the committee of eleven
gentlemen were provided. "These were
preceded and followed by a small but
sufficient corps of cavalry. The party
et out from the hotel amid the chneers
of the multitude and made iis wa
rapidly through the western portion ut
town without stoPping until it reached
the highest altitude in the city.
