KCDBCBY'S INVENTION.

PRACTICAL MECHANIC ; GIVES HIS
OPIXION OF, IT. ..

Salt Lark City, -

A short time aeo I. read a notice In
your paper of a new device ' for steam
engines, which was exhibited in the
Boiler Room of Z. C. M. I. On Sat-
urday last! waived an invitation from
Mr. brmuei buaoury, or tnia city, wno
is the inventor of this device, to attend
another exhibition of the working of
this machine in the - same place,' that
day.. Upon entering the boiler room I
saw a sinaii rnouei engine piacea on a
dry goods box. Steam was turned and
the engine put in motion, which rapid-
ly increased in speed until it reached
800 revolutions -- per minute. This
speed, however, is not remarkable in
model machines. To the ordinary ob-
server the more noticeable feature of
the machine was the" steadiness with
which the rapid revolutions were per-
formed on a tottering dry goods box.
But to the practical mechanic and en-
gineer there were other characteristics
of greater interest than speed. The
Introduction of steam into two cylin-
ders by the action of one excentrlc for
direct and reverse motions under new
conditions of valve-motio- n,- - was
something novel to witness. An
individual who has been accustomed
to Judge of the accurate working of the
vaive-ge- &r ui u eteain engine uy tne
regularity of exhaust discharges, had
proof sufficient that the new device
was doing its work admirably well.
The steam was Introduced into the
cylinders In uniform , volumes and at
such regular intervals that no uneven
interruptions ooum oe qetecieq ' -

The hizbest merit claimed lor this
Improvement In valve-ge- ar Is the re-
daction of friction (so detrimental to
slide valves) to a degree below what la
obtained by methods now In use. ; Thisi! i ii n i 1. 1 i.is nccowpiiBueu uy tae maimer in wmcu
the slide valves are constructed, and
the relation they bear to each other.
Herein consists the Improvement to
the new mode upon the older ones. It
certainly can with propriety be called
an improvement; because the diminu-
tion of friction conduces to the econ-
omy of steam as a motive force, and
prolongs the mechanical durability of
tuose biiru oi tu rnaonino rellevod of
the hitherto unavoided wear conse
quent upon friction. '
