the following advantages fre secured:

‘ended. The United States ab once re-
ceives this large sum onaccount of the
subsidy debt and is relleved from all
‘trust obligations to the company.

= Third, the UnitedjStates will receive
‘before the debt matures, in addition
to the sinking fund,which,at the valu-
ation November 1st, 1887, was $7,734,-
083, not less than %2,646,600, making a
total payment of principal before ma-
turity of $10,381,653, and will also re®
ceive interest on the entire debt every
slx months, the total payment of inter-
est during the same period amounting
to #12,255,767,

Fourth, the United States will re-
ceive a very large amount of additional
asecurity, which insures the ultimate
payment of the whole debt.”
