It was, we Italleve, In 1887 that the
expedient of woman suffrage was d

by members of Congress
who wished to figure as solvers of
f the Mormon problem.' A bill was

prepared and presented in tbe house

for this purpose, as It was supposed
that the women of Utah were in
such bondage that the right to rote
would ba ft great boon to them and
would help themthrow off the Mor-

mon yoke." The plan obtained great
favor with many anU-"Mormons- .w

In 1870 the Legislative Assembly; of

Utah adopted the y measure, and

placed the women of UUh on the
same pline asthe men, 6 far as the
sufiragd was concerned. And It
should be uedtrstood that the fe-

male members of the "Mormon"
Church had al wajs enjoyed eqifal

yotinz rights with the male mem- -

bera.ln ecclesiastical meetings. '

For twelve years, or more the
women of Utah have exercised the
elective franchise, and the antl

Mormon fanatics are now Just as
much opposed to 'this liberty as same

1 of their number were formerly in
its favor. It has not brought about
the object they had In view. The
"Msrmon women do not go over to

the other aide worth a cent. The
claim that they vote as they, j are

ordered" is perfect nonsense, and
is only used for outside effect. The
ballot Is secret, there is no way to
find out how peopla vote, an 1 there
is no means of compelling anybody
in Utah to vote In any particular
direction.

The ladles have use! their voting
power quietly and consistently.! Be
presentatlve women of the People's

;

Party have met with representative
men in caucuses and conventions
and have taken part in our political

-- affairs, and they' occupy posi-
tions In the county land
territorial central committees. Ba
they do not exercise the franchise In
a way to suit the d ".Liber
als," and therefore various attempts
have been made to deprive them of
their political freedom. If they had
only voted on the sMe of these very
'liberal" felbws, woman suffrage

would hava been a tpIendedUthing,
and the law conferring it one of. the
most beneficial, statesmanlike land
sound enactments ever passed by a
Legislature or signed by an Execo
tive.. - vP-- . "'

And now anOtber effort Is put
forth to annul .the woman vote cf
thla Territory. The manner in
Which it wm commenced ' does not
reflect any credit on the parties to
the little arrangement. It wee to
be brought about by what might be
termed a sham salt In each of j the
Judicial districts.
