simplest business demand, and as bav
inn worked Out lines of action for
itself which had excited 'the resent
ment of almost every Interest which it
bad been created to serve. , It had made
itself an intermeddler in almost every
department of business, ft had re-

fused to admit that it had been Created
to serve the proper purposes and in-

terests of society, and it had assumed
to control and direct those interests
Tbe managers ol the transportation
system, while admitting great defect-- )

in it, bad resolutely opposed all eflorts
of the Statu and na ional governments
to project and establish reforms. The
adoption of the conference report,
while it would not accomplish all that
he should like, would afford the
country an opportunity to test a
regulative remedy unless the bill
should! be vetoed by the President
There must be immediate and. af
firmative action. Congress must en
act a law for tbe regulation ol inter-Sta- te

commerce ana (by experience
under its administration), come to
knowledge of the right or wrong of
the matter in the war oi opinion now
obstructing tbe way. Nothing, said
Mr. Wilson, had done more to demor
alize railroad managers, officers and
agents than pools. It had come to be
exoected. indeed, that the pool of to
day would be disregarded by some of
its members and this came
to be the basis of the hope of reward
hv rail mart officers and aireBjl for snc.
ccssfuliy enlarging their business by a
violation of such arrangements. Then
came the rate war and the consequent
loss of revenue, under the present
system, however, these losses were
unloaded on the business at in termed
iate or local points. This practice in
itself was an outrage, and the most
fruitful source of complaint on tbe
part of the people. A vast amount of
the railroad traffic of the country was
done at rates: less than half of those
charged on the business between local
points. That was an iniquity which
ought not to be tolerated and which
the pending bill (it it become a
law) would prevent. The people
were willing that tbe railroad com-

panies should prosper and should be
reasonably paid for their services, but
they did not recognize theai as their
masters, for they knew that the rail
road comnanies wefe created to be ser
vants, and it might be set down as one
of the things irrevocably settled upon,
that the oublie demand which had in- -
duced the reporting ol the present bill.
would not cease until justice was en-
trenched in the transportation system.
As an illustration of the injustice of
the present system, be stated that on
the 16th of this, month corn was selling
in Western Iowa (where there had
been a good crop) at from 26 to 25 cents
a busnei, in tjnicago at oo cents a
bushel, and in Southwestern Iowa
(where tbe crop bad been a failure) at
W(wt cents a ousnei. bo inaiwes
tern Iowa corn was being sold in Chi
cago at from 3 to 6 cents a bushel less
than in Eastern Iowa.
