This he
considered a very important feature of
tne niu. Another item or general legis-
lation was the one requiring; each In-
dian agent to submit an annual census
of the Indians at his airency. This in-
formation would prove of great value
to future appropriation committees in
rnakins provisions for 'schools and
schoolhouses. He believed the Indians
should be given a standing in court, so
they could enforce the performance of
contracts, aud that tin the course of
time they should be raised to the dig-
nity of citizenship. The Indians at
present did not feel any interest in the
Government and he did not wonder at
it, after a. hundred, years of dishonor
which had characterized its action to-
wards them. - ' -
