he Citalu-Gencral,h- li of Cuba.
L0K.D0N, 9. In connection with

the conflicting reports relative to
the captain generalship of Cuba, a
correspondent of the Standard, at
Madrid, writing Oct. 3d, says that
General Martinez Compos was sum
moned to Madrid on the -- nd of
October in consequence of the re
ceipt by the Government of the
news of the recent capture of Las
Tunas by tne Cuban insurgents.
General Martinez Compos confer-
red with the war minister, and
Benor Canovas Del Castello, prime
minister, and stated the terms on
which he alone was willing to as-

sume the Captain Generalship
These terms included a draft of
15,000 men from the Spanish army,
to be shipped before November, in
addition to the 25,000 already under
orders. He also demanded more ar
tillery, and dwelt upon the ne
cessity of a vigorous ana eiiec-tiv- e

blockade to be enforced
by martial law. He further de-

manded full and entire power
to deal with all the questions
of reform and taxation without
appeal to the cabinet council to
which these terms were submitted;
he raised several objections because
of the heavy expense of the Mod-era- do

party particularly; he did
not approve of General Martinez
Campoa leaving Spain, because
they desired him to become Pre-
mier In place of Canovas Del Cas-
tello. These, and the intrigues of
General Jovellar'a friends, are the
principal obstacles which still pre-
vent Gen. Martinez Campos' ap-
pointment. The partizans of Can-
ovas Del Castello are proportionably
anxioue to send Gen. Campos to
Cuba.

The Barcelona correspondent of
the Times writing to that paper
under date of October 5th, says
the reactionary moderado party
are gaining strength, and are
forming committees in every prov-
ince. Senor Sayasta and Marshal
Serrano are in close conference, and
will not accept the new constitu-
tion, which is supported by Cano-
vas Del Castello and his party.
