'PACTAll BlIiIiY
TRIED FOR THE MURDER OB1 AM

DIAJT.

Ob Tuesday, 8ept. 7th, the United
States Circuit Court at San Francisco,
Cala., took op a novel case In the trial
of Kaftaraa, otherwUe"Pctah Billy,"
for the murder ol lyoosa or "Ike."
Both the uiurderer and ills victim be-

longed to the .Klamath tribe of In-

dians, and were quartered on the
Uoopa valley reservation in Hum-
boldt county, Cat. This is the first
case in which au Indian living under
the reservation regime has been tried
for the murder of an Indian. Previous
to the act of Congress of March 3, 1S&,
the Indians undr government control
were resp&nslble to the tribal and Dot
to the civil law for crimes committed
npon other members of their race. This
act provides that they should be re-

sponsible to the courts in the same
manner as other men.

The first case to come up under the
law was that of
4 'l li' k PACTAH BILLY.
The little Indian Village of Pact ah is
situated at the junction of the Trinity
and Klamath rivers, aud lies upon the
westers bank. The country it moun-
tainous and the hills leave but a nar-
row margin - of level ground by the
water's side. One of the dwellers u
Ibis village was Ike or lyonse, and a
few doors above was the bonse ol
Pacta h Billy, who lived with bis wife
aud adult son Bun, who is now on trial
as an accomplice in the murder. From
all accounts Ike was not a pleasant
diameter to have in the neighborhood
lie was usually in a broil of some kind,
and as one of the witnesses Untitled
was "very mean, drunk or sober." A
abort ti mo before bis death be became
Involved in a quarrel with I'actab Billy
about fencing in a pieceof la ml, and both
were called before Captain Porter, the
olfleer iu eliarke of the fe&ervatlou. Ike
estimated tlieikniai?e at $5, and ('apt.
Porter conv!ucd Billy that the cheap
vsttbin); to do would be to pay it. lie
aceordiuKly paid over the money, tbe1
men shook buuUa and all trouble was
supposed to be settled. Neither, how-
ever, felt any JiiendsbJp after this
transaction, aud both freely confessed
that the other was a bad man and that
he did not Jike Mm.

On Jane 2Itb, IK" en-
deavored to liven Hp the honeymoon
and console himself by going ou a
roaring drunk. When be came
home about gnoon be was well
loaded with "firewater, and bad a
vivid idea that he had been badly
injured by everybody. During the af-

ternoon he had frequent spats wl h his
wife, but toward evening he became
quite obstreporous and told her she
had better leave with Ben. On this
