hy the lolencos, while a
goodly quantity it ounilantly bslNg
lost In vutloui ways everything be-

fore and utter discovery thus tending
to equalization and a limited supply.
What is wanted Is a double standard,
usoh metal having a fixed one for
itself and not dependsnt on tho other;
