geiiLrous. Fowls not well fed from
the tlrsl do not fatten well. Prop-
erly fed chicks of the Urger breedo
come iu nlcxly at fuur or
fixe montho, aud are ol three
to four poundft weight; much
y ounger than this their ilesh has
not fl miners enough to make good
eating. luitlieragea than thin are,
however.attalued by certain iro"s,
probably cro$in gives
more vigorous constitution geutral-ly- .

Such a cms?, fur instance, as of
a Houdan cock witlt a half bred
Brahma or Dorking liens has pro-
duced chickens lit to market, with-
out need of special fattening, at ten
weeks.

The food in fattening forms only
part of the lhlug to lie cousldemi.
The fowls should be kept quiet; nil

excitement and activity up
o much material. To secure

this confine ten ora dozeu together
in a small pen, taking care to put
together 'uch fowls as are ac
cutomnl to run in comiatiy, other-win- s

they will quarrel. The cocks
must be removed from the hen;.
Theese cooiw must 1 kept scrup-
ulously clean and, alove all, free
from vermin. Louy fowls will
iiot fatten trt'Ily. However, the
llesll of cnuflueil fowls docs not
have so fine a 11 ivor as tlio-- e al-
lowed to run. Turkeys must not
be roopi-- or they will get le.iu.

The quarters be warm;
this is t prime riuieite. Not Iiot
of course, but so warm as to need no

from the fat of the body
of tile tnlmil. riiey should l kept
dark fur at least a pait of the time
Some throw a blanket over the
OMpsforan hour or two after each
meal. Pitch il.irktie.-- s Is not re-

quired, only a statu that sliill
the greatest amount of quiet.

All authorities are agreed upon
this iInt thit in. America, at
least, corn is the bett and cheapest
food for the tiurpofe. Hut even this
should not be given constantly and
to the exclusion of all other food;
variety ought to lie sought, keeping
in view the leading principle of
maintaining digestive vigor as long
as iwssible. Variety, indeed, can
bogin with the corn itself, which
may bo ued In its different form
raw, cracked and whole, cooked aud
uncooked but the whole gram
should be very sparingly A
mush of warm meal, cooked in
tkinimcd milk, will give a rich,
golden hue to the flesh. The other
grains oats, buckwheat, etc. may
lie fed occasionally fur a change. In
France buckwheat meal Is the arti-
cle mainly relied on. Barley,
mixed half and half with corn
meal. Is useful. Potatoes, which
are rich in starchy substances, can
I a IdeJ to the dietary scheme, aud
u'ed largely iu Liverpool, baked or

given three or fourtirues a
day, iu fattening fowls, but as they
have so little oil, they cannot be so
good as a number of other articles.
They may be mixed with the meal
and so may, with great advantage,
the common yellow carrot.

A good system of feeding recom-
mended for variety is to give on the
first day scalded, mashed corn meal
with boiled potatoes: on the second,
turnips and oatmeal; on the third,
rice and carrots. Miss Martineau
thinks well of the stale cakes made
with grpund oats or beans, brown
sugar, milk and mutton suet, crura-ule-

and given morning and even-
ing, at the rate of a gill to each
fowl. Milk is a good drink now;
fowls when fattening become very
particular about their drink, and
will not touch any water but the
freshest and purest.

All the tiielles or food should be
cooked and, so far as possible, given
warm. Salt and cayenne pejiper are
to lie U'ed in moJemte quantities,
aud a good rule is to Iiicrease the
amountorthem a little as the pro-

cess goes on, nnd as the digestive or-

gans become accustomed to their
use and begin to flag a little. Char-
coal seems to exercise a very favor-

able influence.
After shuttlbg the fowls up let

them fnj--t for several hours, so as to
give them a good appetite for their
first feed; If tills is not done tiny
my continue to mope and Jeed
daintily under their new circum-
stances. Feed every four hours
during the day, beginning early
and stopping late and giving at a
timeouly Just what they will eat,
so as not to disgust them or lake the
edge from off their upeUte.
