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The Convention Adopts & Constitu-
“tion and Adjourns.

ing of the Constitution for the pro-
posed State of Utah was completed by
the Convention, and at 4:30 the ayes
and noes were ealled for on its
final passage. | On the roll
being called all the delegates
present—66 in number — voted “‘aye.”
Tso others, LeGrand Young, and
L. 8. Hills, of BSalt Lake,
Lewis Anderson, of Sanpets, and
Robert W. Heybourne, of lron, were
absent. Messrs. Young and Anderson
subsequently affixed their siguatures
with the remainder of tne delegates,
but Messrs. Hills and Heybourne are

out of the city.

After the adoption of the Coanstita-
tlon the followiog resciution, offered
by F. 5. Richards, was carried:

‘Resolved, that the President and
Secretary of this convention address a
commumication w each of the regis-
tration officers in the, Territery ap-
poioted by the Utabh (Jemmission and
whose duaty it is 1d post notices of
the general election to be held oo the
first Monday in August, l&iszI asking
them to include In  their nolices the
statement that the Constitation of the
State of Utah will be voted upon at
<aid election; also that similar com-
munica#ions be addressed to-each of
clerks, askiag them LD post
notices of said voting im each precinct
on or hefore the 16th day of July, If
the registrars fiiil to ioclude the de-
sired statement im their motlce, and
that the judges of elections of the sev-
vral precincts in the Territory be re-
quested in like maoner 1o recelve and
count the votes for and agsinst the
Constitation.”

On motion of 0. G, Snow, 5,000
copies of the Constitution were order-
ed printed for Histribution.

A recess was then taken till 8 p. m.

and on reassembling the members of

the Conventlon affted their signa-

tures to the Constitaition.
1t was decided tuat when the Con-

vention adjourp it be subject (o the
call of the’President. )

At 10 p. m. the Cenvention ad-
journed, the President, Hon. Jokn T.
Caine, saying, ino anuouncing the vote:

‘Gentiemen of the Convention:

Before we separate, permit me to
copgratulate you upon tde result of
your labors, and opon the unanimity
which nas characterized yesur proceed-
ings. We have sccbmplished the work
delegated to us by our constituents.
That it has been well done, the Con
stitution which bas been adopted will
bear witness. The burning Issues in
Utwab politics bave been squirely met,
and If the provisions incorporated in
the Constitution are received by tbe
nation in the same spirit in which
they are presented, the Utah question
wilf soon be eliminated frem our
national politics and the star of Utabh
| will yet shine fcrth as the brightest in
the galaxy of BStates. [Applause.]
Whatever the result of our labors, we
have the satisfaction of knewing that
we have done our duaty as God has
given us to see it. The subject of mi
nority repre tatlon and, other ques-
tions upon which we falled to agree
can safely be left to the Jegislature of
the fatare State, the members of which
we hope, will possess the same spirit
of liberality which characterized the
convention in framing the fundamen-
tal law.

Thaokivg youn sll for your forbear-
auce and your courtesy to the ckair,
and wishing you a sale return to your
nemes, [ now declare thls convention
adjourned subfect to the call of its
president,

A WORSHIPING MOB..
Gathered to Abuse, It Listens to
Misslionarjes.

In our issue of June 24th appeared
the substapce of a communication
from Elder Reaick R. Alired, now la-
boring ia Mayapple, Alabama, in which
was given a copy of a notlice calling a
meeling st Mayapple for the purpose
oi ralsing a mob todrive the ‘*‘Mor-
mons' out of that section. The no-
tice was signed by a man named J.
Cook =and others. The meeting was
held in pursnance of the call, Elder
Allred, his travellng companion Elder
H. B. Morris, with & few Iriends were
the first on the ground. A large num-
ber of citizens had assembled when J.
("ook approached the gathering. When
he saw the Elders in the crowd, &
sort of fear came over him, and he
slunk into & shop mear by. Some of
the crowd expressed the belief that he
would not show his face. Three
quarters of an hour passed, and as no
lvatter or speaker came forward, the
Elders improved the opportunity te
address the crowd, which manifested
& willingness to listen. The Elders
asked some one Lo suggest a subject,
but s there was RO response, they
treated upon the principles of Ameri-
can liberty, showing what rights every
citizen had, and concluded by warniag
their lsteners of events close at hand,
and by testifying to the truth of the
Gospel.

Cook was among the |istemers
while the Elders were speak-
ing, and when the crowd dispersed he
sneaked off alone. We «<lean these
particulars from a Jetter writien by
Elder Allred, in which he attributes
the wonderful change of spirit In the
crowd, to the pewer of God. Ithad
assembled as a mob, but stayed to
worsbip. ' i

Saw Dust in Trout Streams.

We are asked to gtate if the law pro-
vides any means of preventing the de-
struction of troot in oor mowntain
streams, by the deposit in the lattér of

saw dust. Ioreplyitis only peces-

sary to cite section 6 of the Fish and
Game Law, which reads as follows:

“"Every person who puts Into the
walera ot shis Territory any pelsonous
or explosive substance, or an

that  injurious to fish, or that n'u
the water upfit for housebold p:-
poses, is guilty of 4 misdemeanor.”

Aupy act mwade by law & misdemesner
i# punishable by a fine in any sum not
exceeding three bundred dollars, or by
impristnment #Got exceeding six

months, or by both. The procedure
to be taken in the cdse of & person
who deposits saw dust In &
trout siream, 18 precisely sumilar to
that in a case of peity larceny, dis-
turbing the peace, or any other misde-

meapor. A complaint is sworn to be-

fore a magistrate by any person who
Ltakes an interest in having the law eén-
forcéd, and is familiar with the facts;
& WArrapt is issped for the arrest of
the effender, and the magistrate tries
the case and prosounces judgmens.
Justices of the peace have jarlsdic-
fion of misdemeanors.
