How can he preach to the
officeholders before him of integrity
when he kuows that he has held
Lhe pulpit be stands in for years by
personal mmaveuvering, and that he
and his wile traveled entirely
aroutd the ecarth for their own
amusement at the government ex-
pense, under pretense of tilling an
office that did not exi=t? I Presi-
dent Graut was o anxious that his
beloved pastor should take so ex-
tended a journey, it would have
been more to his eredit if he had
paid the reverend gentleman's ex-
peunses out of his own pocket, rather
than out of the treasury of the
United States. He is not a scholar;
he is mot a thinker., Hoe isa fat,
weeping prophet, who tells ancc-
dotes and cries over them, nnd can
make broad genre pictures of what
he has seen. Supericial people
take this for wonderful talent, and
even General Grant said, [ never
hear Dr. Newman but he gives me
a new idea.” It was Bchuyler Col-
fax who told this, and the lady te
whom he repeated it replied, *I
kpew General Grant was not over-
burdened with ideas of an intellec-
tual kind, but I never imagined
him so poor as that.”— Mary Clem-
mer (Ames) in Cineinnati Com-
mercial.
