Fellow teachers, ladies and gentle-
men :—The subject on which shall
address 30&3: tcui_'k}l;l: ‘Ba.lore mtl-
tering Bpon ihé »0 allow me to
give ugtew explanations of education.
Education is the generation of pow-
er. Itls the harmoslous growih of
the whole being. Education aims
rather to teach us how to think than
what to think, rather to improve our
minds #o a8 10 enabla vs to think for
ourselves, than to store our mamories
with the thounghts of other men. The
teacher's part in the process of educa-
ticn is that of & gmide, director, or su-
perintesdent of the operstions by
which the pupil teaches himself. The
great encr ol school work is o
teach pupils bow te lostruct
themselves. An emirent French
teacher used to be langhed at for say-
ing that he was trying to moke him-
self useless 1o his puplls Lead the
children 1o investigate, ulscover. and
invent for themselves. Action, actlon,
is the maxim of tralning, and things,
things, are objects for lessons. When
pu once taste the mrweets of lo-
tellectual conquest they demand vio-
tories for themselves,

Let us look for a moment at the

HISTORY OF PEDAGOGY,

Up to the time of the reformation the
people of Kurope were in a state of
abject lg:omce. The learning “Wwas
kept wholly within the priesthood of
the church. The Invention of print-
Ii:.%. however, mecessitated the estab-
lishment of common schools. The
elements of training In these schools
were very rudimentary. KReading was
taught, also some lititle writlug
and the church catechism wad mem-
orized. The teachers emloyed. aslide
from the priests, were ~cted on ac-
count of their unfitness for anything
else. Soldiers who Lad lost Lheir
limbs, persons deformed, and old men
and women who were likely to burden
the public w8 paopers were employed
as teachers. X .
About this time Roussean, & French
hilosopher, wrole some articles on
ﬁlul society, where Intelligence and
justice shauld take the place of igno-
rance and selfishness. These articles
fell inte the hands of Pestalozzi,
4 Swiss philanthropist, who set to
work pl.ll.l.Pm: into practice the ideas of
Rousseau. He met with great difficul-
ties, and at first made a fallure.
However, his phllantbropic nature
gron led him to further effort. His
labors were crowned with unqualified
success, aud he became known as an
eminent

i EDUCATIONAL REFORMER.

As necessity is the mother of inven-
tion, Pestalozzi, pot having books for
the use of his puplls, was driven tao
contrive his own school sppllances,
and in dolng 8o, objects wWere freely
used and the pupil's powers ol obser-
vation were broaght 1ato activn., Thus
object teaching was born into the
world. ‘The educational principles
discovered by this great educator and
teeir application will be treated lur-
ther on, my remarks.

The truilt of Pestalozzi's principles
was soon apparent. Fimbel, no eminent
(German educator, readily accepted and
tested them. As the baals of all train-
fog must be taken from the chlid’s
actual experlence with thiogs, Froebel
clalmed that sense training must pre-
cede book learning, and as u resu:t of
this theory establl-l:ed what |s known
a9 the Kindergarten system of primary
edacation, pow found 1a all civilized
coaptrles.

Following these great reformers may
be menptioned some ol the leadiog
edacators of the present ceptur);
Monn, Spencer, Payne, Page, Aggassiz,
Huxley and ’l‘)udall. (Materialists),
Wickersham, Johonnot, Fiiche, Taty;
Parker and olhers.

A correct kvowledge of educationm
and a proper plication of this
knowledge 10 Lhe laws of growth o
teaching may be called the sclence and
art of aducation. -

‘PESTALOZZI'S VIRST

and probably wost lmportant pricel-
le of education may be thus stated:

'be mental powers are unfolded in
definite order, aud true lostruction
must be that which is intelligently
adapted to exch stage of mental growth,
and directly lends L0 promote Lue next
step of development,

2d principle: The teacher should
make -the chlid the subject of
profound study, uot only a4 study of its
mental, physical sad moral pature, but
a specla) study of [he pecullarities ol
each child, a3 a gulde 10 Lhe intelligent
adaptatious of geperal weans L0 pur-
ticular erd.

3d priociple;: Home educallen;
the influences on  the .. early
life of the child are tent In
forming its character. The mother
bas almost unllmited power over the
child for Lhe first few years of its ex-
1stence, dariog whick period habils are
formed that go far to control action
throu life. Indeed, peglest,jor m's-
direc At ithis period can never be
cempensated by subsequent teaching.

Since Lhe work of the motlher Is Lo
shape the future destiny of the ehlid,
the whole well-being of soclety de-
pends upon the Intelligence with which
this work 13 executed. Motnerly in-
stipcts may be relled upen to supply
the cnild with the common physical
pecessities, but ln all menial and wor-
al work the wother must begla‘.tlded b
an emlarged intelligence. he wor
invelves principles of the most com-
plex character pertalulng 0 mental
phenomens and Lo homan relations.

If the mother should walch over the
orderly development of the facultles of
the cbild, a8 a scientilc gardner
wuchar.our the development of Lhe
piants in bis garden, then the mother
must receive the education to ft her
for the “work. This should {Jorevcr
setile 1he question that woman ahould
not be inferior to man In iatellectoal
attalnments=.

Compare 1Lis teaching, were puplls
excrcise their own wers, become
independent, aud think for themselves,
with the routine work where they
commit to memeory what they find in
their books, and know nothing except
what their teacher tells them. They
know a problem ino arithmetic to be
correct only by consulting the answer
in the book.

One preduces thought, manbkood,
{odividuality, leadiog men; the other
causes weak, dependent followers In
the conflict of life.

In & school where these principles
are applied, the teacher must
have numerous ebjects to asslst him.
Particularly Is this requisite in pri-
wmary work, where sense tralning s
important. A cavinetcontainiog many
familiar objects of art and natural his-
tory i3 Indispensible; a llbrary where
chlrdn-n. giler completing their own
little primary readers, may dod others
of the same grade, books of blography,
puturaljhistory, supplementary geog-
raphles, encyclupadias, ele., 18alsoa
pecess ty.  Everyiniopg is clean and
tidy ; pictures and mottoes adora Lhe
walls; flowers bloom io the windows;
4 healthy atmospher« of morality per-
vades all apartments of the bulldings,
and the grounds.

The teacher Is always supplied with
romething new and interesting: he is
pleasant, cheerful anpd kind, bat firm,
and governs his pupils

ENTIRELY BY LOVE,

No onoatural restralnt suppresses the
free growth and development of the
children. The school work 13 a pleas-
ure rather than a task; the school
opens too late for Lhe anxious learners,
aud closes too soon to satisly the
thirst for knowledge. Heonesty, parity,
love and all the ennobling virtues
abound in the schoolroom, The miuds
of the childrenv grow snd expand as
the plast ucfolds, wben stimulated by
every iavoraole condition of growth.

Cumpare this with the schovl where
these educatiooal truths are dlare

arded. No library or school cabluet
s seen; nelther plclures, mottoes, por
flowers greet the eyes of the puplls.
The schooul room presents a distaste-
tul appearance; no trees are
on the grounds, the fevcea
aml premises are murked and
defdced. Meavivziess letters and
woryds are pronounced io learnivg to
read with no stimsulos of Lthesglt to
asalst, Figures, which to the cnild
mean nothing, are taoght instead of
objects and numbers. Defloitions,rules
aod puzzles, In the form of arithme-
tic are learned. Explanations and
processss constitute the lnstruction
glven by teachers, Names and places
are tanght for geography, and Lthe miod
never reaches beyond the book. Gram-
war is a conglomeration of paris of
waris of speech and boxed words.

ardiness prevalls while the teacher
threatens and scolds. Paplls sit care-
lessly scanplng thelr lessons, prompt-
ed By fear of punishment or stimulated
with the hope of reward 1n prizes or
marks, or per cents.

Deception 13 practiced on every hand.

The whole
echool work breeds an atmosphere of
hatred, deceit and disconoteut. The
gchool bell riags too soon in the morn-

reachad | yel there is a part of the
human being thht you have falled to
educate—It ls the moral patare.

Love of troth, justice, mercy, benevo-
lence, humllity, energy, patience and
self-control.
