ELDER LORENZO SNOW,

At the General 'Gonlm held
in the Tabernaocle, Sall Lake
City, Oct. 6th, 1879.

REPORTED BY JOHN IRVINE

[ HAVE been very much jaterested
in the remarks of Brother Orson
Pratt.

I wish during the short time that
[ oocupy the stand to make a few
observations in reference to the
foundation mpon which we have
establishd our faith and bellef in
the principles of the. everlasting
gospel which we have espoused,
and to see what mreans the Elders
of the Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints employ in estab-
lishing these . principles in the
hearts of the people in the varlous
nations where they are proclaiming
the fulness of the gospel. It is
well perhaps in view of the sur-
rounding circumstances, and in
consideration of the difficalties that
arise in our midst—and which may
poasibly try our falth—to examine

A BESOLUTION
PROVIDING FOR THE CONSTRUO-

TION OF THE JORDAN AND SALT

LAKE OITY CANAL, -

Be it resolved by the City Coun-
cil of Salt Lake Qily, That for the
purpose of inereas ihe watersup-
ply ofsald eity, the co on
thereof shall proceed to coustruct a
canal to convey water from lell:
canal shall be known as the Jordan
and Salt Lake City Canal, and be
located as follows; viz: Commene-

ipﬁ at'a point on the east bank of

river, where the watersofthe
South Jordan Canal are taken out,
and running in copjanction with
sald canal to where 1ts lume cross-
es sald river, thence in & morth-
earterly direction to the first work-
ings of the “ Deseret Lrrigation acd
Navigation CanalCompany’s” canal
near Big Cottonwood, thence on the
route of sald canal so far as practi-
cable, to Ball Lake City, The sald
canrl shall be made twenty feet
wide in the bottom, with banks
sloping at an angle of not to ex-
ceed forty-five degrees, at the dis-
cretion of the engineer of conatroe-
tion, and of sufficient l:.lpl.cltal to
eafely carry four feet im depth of
walter,

Be it further resolved, That the
City Coaneil shall appoint & com-
petent engineer of construetion for
sald canal, and that the or,one
member of the City Council, to be
selectéd by that y, and said
engineer, shall constitute a com-
miites to supervise the construc-
tion of said canal, with authority
to negotiate with the land owners
through whose lands said canal
will ; and secure a right ot
way therefor, and the title to all
such Jlands when acquired shall
vest in the corporation of Salt Lake
Qity.Said committee may adyertise
in seme newspaper having general
circulation in the city, to let con-
tracts for excavation and other la-
bor, to contract for or purchase all
materials necessary for sald work
employ workmen and perform al

other duties necessary to the con-
struction and completion of said

canal. Baid committee shall report
its doings monthly or oftener if re-
quired by the City Council and
shall be subject to its direction.

Be it jurther resolved, That all
moneyes that may be received to
assiet in defraying the ex of
constructing. said canal, whether
from the United Btates, the Terri-
tory of Utah, Balt Lake County
or from any private person, shall be
pald into the city treasury to the
aredit of sald canal and be used ex-
clusively therefor. All labor done
by peresons either individually or
collectively, on account of securing
an interest in the waters of said
canal shall be credited to them and
held to ap upon any assessment
which may be made on their lands
for irrigating water. That when

ever for the tioen
of Abrwork Gn suld eaiial the Oty

Counell may for the time being ap-
propriate from the general fands of
the corporation enough money for
that purpose, charging the same to
said canal. " No funds shall be dis-
