CHICcAGO, April 4.—The managers of
tke Rock [sland road boldly main-

talned in court this morning that, not-
withstandipg the denials of the Bur-
lington efficials, the Rock Island
cbarges were true that the Burlington
had been trying by rate wars and
strikes to force the formation of a
great weatern railway trust. The Rock
[siand entered a motion that the whole
matter be referred to a master, before
whom testimony should be taken to
establish the truth of the charges.
Voluntary aflidavits could not be Ob-
talned from some of tue witnesses.
I'he Roek Islaod asserts in its papers
accompanying the motion, that the ob-
ject of the reference of the case toa
master i3 to put witnesses upon the
rack of examination and cross-exam-
ination. Leave was asked from the
court to get aflidavits fromsome of the
proposed witnesses who have suddenly
left the immnediate Jurisdiction of the
court. Among those are C. E. Perkios,
president of the Chicago, Barliogton
& Qumincy road, P. M. Arthur, Chief ot
ithe Brotberhood of Locomotive En-
gineers and J, W. Midgley, chairman
of the Southwestern Rallway Associa-
tion. The Rock Island rejoinder io
copclusion, says that yesterday'’s af-
fidavits of Heary B. Stone, general
manager of the Burlington displays a
temper and recklesspess In assertion,
and a denial which renders it eminent -
ly proper that he be subjected toa
crogs-uxamination, under the circum-
stances, which will comp to
frame his own answgrs instead ot

ing them preparcd for him by counsel,
[n which beé will bave an opportunity
to explain how he can deny, without
the qualification of affirmation or

hellet, the averment that the
Burliogton communicated to onec.
or mere mapagers of raillways,

its purpose to prosecute the rate war
until the cfficers of the weslern rail-
ways should consent to abdicate
the powers placed in their hands
by tEulr stockholders to an uan-
lawliul trust, when snch ccmmunica-
tions were made by other oflicers of
the Barlington Company and not in
the presence of said Henry B. Stone;
dnd the Rock Island says farther it can
by cross-examination ol said Henry B.
Stone, and by the testimomny of other
wilnesses whom it proposes to exam-
ine, sustain each and every allegation
the Rock Island has made, and estab-
lish the falsebhood of every contrary
nllegation made in the sflidavit of
Henry B. Stone. The relteration ol
the Rock Island charges and the mo-
tion for a reference to a master caused
a hot interchange of denurciation be-
tween the sttorpeys.of the two cor-
orations. Wirt Dexter, for the Bur-
rmztoa, warmly declared the Rock
Island officials were attempting a boy-
cott againgt the Barlington, and that
the boycotlt was a criminal and iodict-
able offrnse in Illinois. Juoge Gres-
bam interposed at this point with am
adjournment until the afternoon,.
hen the court reconvened the
arguments were resumed. At their
conclusion Judge Gresham said even
if the trust allegations made by the
Rock Island were true it did not re-
lieve that road from its duty as a com-
mon carrier,
the Rock Island had refused to do its
duty. The Barlington did not need
protection from this, its stroogest
competitor, and as there was no
dapger of injury accruing to the
Q' road, ne ipjunctiom would be
issned just mow. Fuarther develop-
ments, he sald, might alter this order.

It is broadly stated that -in lifuip
the boyeott the strikers calculated all
roads that had suspended relations
with the **Q’*' would at once proceed
to nuload on that company all the cars
that had accumulated, and that the
effect would bBe to swamp the *'Q.”
with tre!rht. Having achleved this
