Tin: woman made one last
effort to jump and was restrained by

At a wiudow on
the fourth lloor, almost directly un-

der this a woman was surrounded
on all sides from the interior of Ihe
room by fierce Haines. She stcnicd
to hesitate as to w lather to Jump to
the pavemeiit or face thu tire, for
that was fast eucroichiug ou her
liberty and life. She s replied upon
the sill of the window and placed
her hands above her head.

One woman appeared at tho win-
dow of a room on the north slJe of
tbe building with a baby in her
arms. Her pitiful cries for help
were heartrending. The flames
gathered around her. The firemen
tried In vain to raise a ladder on
tills side of the building. The
woman was told to throw out a rojo
or Jump from the wiudow. She
threw- - out a rote nnd as she was
climbing out of the window tho
flamis enveloped her and she fell
back into tlie building and perished.

Seven or eight men and children

jumped from the uper stories on lo
ashed in the rear of the hotcL At
one time seven iersons were
struggling together on the shed,
which had already caught lire from
Hying yarks.

TIIK VICTIMS

were hair naked, nnd several of
them were seen to tear off their un-

dergarments that bad caught on
fire. One woman lay outheground,
where she had fallen, tearing the
hairfroni her head. Her hair had
caught (Ire and It was with difficulty
that the flames werequenched. She,
together with others who had
jumped from the rear windows
picked up and carried on a stretcher
to a saloon in the neighborhood. I n
this saloon several irsonslay on
pojltables In all positions.
