Novel Swimming Match.

HHARRY PARKER v8. MR. EADE'S DUG
PO TWO HUNDRED AND FiFTY
DOLLARS.

Such a mateh as that countested
at the Welsh Harp, Hendon, on
Saturday last is, we believe, with-
out precedent. Certainly, in re-
cent years, nothing of the Kind has
beer clhironicled, and therefore the
issue afforded the greater surprise,
resulting, as it did, in the defeat of
thie man. “I'bat a dog could compete
with any chance of success against
a moderately good swimmer many
were loath to believe, and, nf-
though conceded a start on this
oceasion, the almost unamnimous
feellvp was with the biped. In
fuct, it wus generously considered
“a good thing® ror Parker, who, as
a professional swimmer, has taken
very high honors, and is at the
present time leaciling the art of
natation at both the 'eckham and
Kenunington Baths. The articles
stipulated that Parker should con-
cede to the dog a start of thirty
seconds In half a mile, the time to
count from the moment the dog en-
teret! the water and uot from any
signal lendered by the starter. Mr.
Iinde has named his dog “Now
I'hen,” and he tells a very interest-
ing story of the manner in which
he first discovered the powerful
merits of” his animal in water. It
appears from his account that being
some distance ofl’ Margate in a boat,
accompanied by the dog, he un-
fortunately lost his two sculls, and
how to reach the shere he was at a
loss to know for some time, until
the bright idea struck him of util-
izing thie animal. 'I'his he did by
means of a pocket handkerchief,
which he attached to the collar of
“Now Then,” who was known to
retrieve well in waler, and, as a
meuans of keeping him in the right
direction, his owner cut the stretch-
er up into nunmerous pieces, and so
threw them just a head of the dog,
who, being thus encouraged on h
way, successfully towed the boat
to shore. “*Now Then,” a half bred
retriever, is black, and shows re-
markable strength in the forearm,
while his pawe, when spread, are
unusually large, and in swimming
the whole of his back is visible. A
straight half mile had been marked
out with flags denoting the course,
and at a few minutea past six the
dog leaped off' the punt, his owner
leaning over the stern of a skif
which preceded the arimal enticed
him with cooked liver, and in the
h]a]lfimlnule allewed he had HIV&
elled nearly fort rds, the s
Lwith whivﬂ heypyr:pellad hinlm):lf
being particularly noticeable. Par-
ker siightly reduced the gap in 300
yards
stralght course, the dog began now
to positively draw away, and to
the chagrin of the swimmer’s back-
ers, at the end of about 450 yards
the dog was seventy ahead. After
this Parker eased, and never again
went at top speed to the end of the
journey, the dog thus winning very
easily in 14m.

The
number of delegates to compose the
Territorial C'onvention has been
fixed at seventy-eight, being twice
the number of the Councilors and
Representatives in the Legislative
Assembly, and the allotment of
delegates to Lhe several countles
has been based, as far as possible,
upou their representation in the
Legislature. To secure the proper
election of Lthese delegates it 1s sug-
gested that each county hold =
county convention, composed of
delegales sent from primary meet-
ings previously held in the several
precinets.
