Ttyc company warranted its
cells to be proof against cutting by
prisoners, being composed milnly of
solid steel plate, toughened by a
special process. In the case of the
Utah County jail, however, the
company's guaranty amounts to but
little,' for Wheaten and Mil.'er, with
saw made from tho shanks in
their shoes, made three cuts, each
1 inches long, through tills plate,
and in a couple of hours more would
have been out of their cell, but for
the officer. They had worked iu
a dark corner cf the cell, nesr the
floor, and when the top and tfto
sides of a square opening were cut,
they pried aud brokeouttlio section
of steel plate--. Then there remiiucd
a steel liar which they had cut
nearly through, when "their work
was discovered. It was thclast dav
of their lerm, but they did not want
to face the lurglary charge. They
are now in the county jail here.
The I'auly Jail Company will be re-
quired to make good it guarant v to
Utah County.

In the presence of a numerous
udieuce, composed largely of the
parents and friends of the students,
the closing exercises in connection
with the University of Desertt took
place Uii? morning in tho Theatre
Occupying seats upon the stage
were ladies and gentlemen cither
connected with or directly Interested
in the work of the institution, in-

cluding the graduates.
The proceedings commenced short-

ly after 10 p'cla:'t within overture
