SEQOND SESSION.

By Telegraph to the NBws.
BENATE. i

WasHINGTON, 15.—The report of the
inter Btale commerce bill was ordered
printed, and Callom ve¢ notice he
would call it up next Tuesday, and if
the Sepate desired to discuss It at
lenFlh it might go over until alter the
holidays, but he was very apxious tu
secure final actlon at this session, par-
ticularly as the Supreme Court had
ruled recently that it was the province
of Congress to legislate on the sub-

Ject,

The bill repealing the tenure of office
act came up and was, on motioa of
Hoar, allowed to stand over till to-
morrow as unfinished business. -

Platt then called up his resolution
that the Executive nominations here-
alter be considered In open session,
except when otherwise ordered by vote
of 1he Senate.

Hoar moved to lay the resolution on
the table. Agreed to, yeas 34, pays 21,

Beck called up the bill prohibiting
Senators or Representatives from act-
ing as attorneys tor subsidized rail-
road companies, the guestion being oun
the substitute reported from the judi-
Clary cominittee.

Beck opposed the substitute and ad-
v(};:aled the blll as introduced by him-
self.

Pugh, a member of the judiciaiy
commiltee, Justified the substitute, N
was opposed to all such legislation,
but if it was 10 be enacted, he would
bave It carried out Lo 1ts full extent.

Maxey advocated the origipal bill,
and in behalf of his absent colleague,
Coke, offered an amendment which has
the effect substantially of restoring the
bill to its original form as fntroduced
by Beck.

Call expressed hls decided opposition
Lo the bill. There was no necessity for
it. °If the Senator from Kentucky
knew of any such case as he suggested
the remedy was in a resolution of ex-
pulsion. He reminded the Senator
that he (Beck) had voted against the
bill forfeiting the Northern Paclic
Railroad grant, while he (Call) and
others opposed to the Beck Dbill |had
voted for the forfeitare of the Norta-
ern Pacific grant.” But it was not to be
presumed that the votes had not'been
given honestly. Beck's bill, or a hun-
dred sach bills, would not bave the
effect proposed. If the Senators were
t o be bought Lthey would be bought all
the same. He argued also that the bill
was unconstitutional.

Wilthout reaching & vote the Senate
went Into executive session and when
the doors were reopened, adjourned.

HOUSE,

WaAasHINGTON, 10.—The House went

into commirtee of the whole on the bill
for the allutmcent of land 1n severalty
to Indians.
Tne House in committee of the
whole had not finished the discnssion
of the bill relating to allbtments of
land in severalty to Indians when the
morning hour expired, 80 tbe commit-
tee rose and the bill went over as un-
floished business,

Symes, of Colorado, offered several
amendments increasiog the appropria-
tions for the signal service bureau, and
this being opposed by Randall, be pro-
ceeded to criticise that gentieman's
action as Chairman of the committee
on appropriations. He did not enyy
the gentleman who lived upon the At-
lantic coast, his narrow-minded states-
manship which did notcross the Mis-
siasippi River. 1 the gentleman did not
grow fast enoueh In the principles of
statesmanship to extend some privi-
leges Ltojthe people of the weat, these
people wounld see that a man was
made chalrman of the committee on
appropriations whose vision extendea
beyond a few signal statioms on the
Atlantic coast. :

Mr. Randall in reply said that the
pending bill carried more appropria-
tions for the Pacific Coast than sny
slmilar bill for years past. He thosght
he knew his duty erately well and
be did not propose 1o be fIrightened
from the performance of that duty,
certalnly not by words of such dema-
goguery as had emanated from the
geotleman from Colorado.

Symes thought that the gentleman
bhad better read the dictionary for the
meaning of the word demagoguery. A
demagogue, as defived by the best po-
litical writersof this countiry, was s
man who was the pretended leader
of a¥Pgreat party, and who had as
his oniy stock in trade, the abllity to
g0 through an Aeproprinion bill with
a4 cheese-paring knife and cutting off a
few dollars here and a few dollars
there,. make reductions of 5,000,000
from the lp&ropruuom of ]last year.
If that was the statesmanship the
reat leaders of the Democratic party,
od s=ave the coun from such
statesmanskip. [Laughter and ap-
planse.)

Randall predicted that the Demo-
cralic party would Jive to thrive and
control im this country, without !5
¢ard to the gentleman’s opinion as

its leadershup. [Applause].

The smendments were rejected,
Peuding further consideralion of the
bill the committee rose,

Buarns, of Missouri, from the com-
mittee on appropriations, reported a
bill to supply a deticiency in the ap-
propriations for public prinliseg and
binding; $17,000 for distinciive paper
for United diatez securities and $00,-
000 for the recoinage of silver.

The House then adjourned.

— In the course of a
called meeting to-day of the Urion Pa
cliec Railway direciors, Government
Direcltor Alexander inquired of Presi-
dent Adams why the Government re-'
quirements for the first aine mo
the present year, which were 787,000
in 1885, were estimated ai oniy $00,000
during the current year. Ia reply
President Adams siated that this was
due to the war io rates which bad ex-
isted since February last among the
transcontinental railroads, and whbich
bBad destroyed the prefit on the whole
transcontinental traffic for the year.
Tne Government requirements were
Lased npon the percentage of net earn.
iogs of the alded lineg, -especiaily the
Union Pacific. These lines were orig-
inally built to’ do little els¢ than trans-
contivental busipess. This business
bhad lornerl; been couflned to ihe
Tonion and Central Pacitic and the
Panama Steamship Company, and had
been a source of great profit. It was
pow divided amopg 8ix roantes and the
six had becn and still were competing
for it 1o such an extent that business
hiud this year been dope without auy
net profit at ail. The net earnings of
tbe Union Pacific had, therefore, dur-
10g the current yesr, been derived al-
wost exclusively from the business of
its brauch lines. Bouot for this branch
line business the amount to be pald to
the Government under tbe Thurman
ucl requirements would have becn 1e-
duced (o almost pothing, as that act
called for 25 per cent, of the net earn-
ings of ine Union Pacific divislon, and
but for the business of the branch
lines the Union Pacific division would
have but very small earnipgs. The
sccurity of the government now lies
in the traffic which the original aided
lines derive from Lhe present Unlon
Pacific avxiliary branch system and
from 1the active development of that
system the compary must in the future
derive the means of meeting its obli-
galions to the government.
