Tbe Armor Tests.
ANNAroLis, Md., Oct, 12. The

Armor Board has reassembled at
Annapolis to examine the back; or
the plates that liad been used In the
conqicUUve trials last month, the
bolts Uiat held the plates to the oak
backing having been wiUidrawn
aud Uie pbtes arranged so Uiat
thorough examinations could be
made. It was found that on the
sleel plate I he effect of shells from a
six Inch gun bad not apparently ex-

tended to a radial distance of more
Uien eight Inches. The steel was
bulged around Uie joint of puncture
but well together. The last sheet
from the eight loch, which broke
Uie p'atc, also left emldded ill the
backing a small piece of the phte.
Tho examination or the nickel steel
plate showed that, while the oak
backing was a little deeper Indented
than that or Uio steel, there were no
signs or cracks or disintegration ex-
tending a radial distance or more
than twelve Inches. Theelgbt-inc-

steel carried with It and left In the
backing a piece, of Uio plate. The
back of Uie compound plate showed
five cltau shots.
