following he received a note from
Brother Greg$r informing him that be
way baptized on May 2i:b, by Elder
L. F. Monch, and cod Armed the
same day by Elder J. U. Stack!,
now PrjsiUen; ot the Swiss
aad German Mission. Having, been
unable to find employment in Berne
he had returned to Hungary. He ex-

pressed in bis letter great satisfaction
at having at last found the truth.

It may be appropriately and inci-

dentally stated that the lady named
Haag, mentioned as having belonged
to the Baptist community with which
Brother Greger identified himself, s
now a resident of Pay son, Utah.

Should Brother Greger remain hum-
ble and faithful it is not improbable
that he may yet be of considerable use
in the work of conveying the Gospel
to bis brethren of the same race, ow-

ing to the nature of his occupation-compos- itor

in Oriental languages..
This reminds us of a somewhat

incident connected with the
publication of tjhe Book of Mormon in
the Spanish language. Elder Gonzales

Trejo, formerly a lieutenant in the
Spanish army, was led in a peculiar
manner to come to this Territory and
embrace the Gospel in 1S75. After his
arrival he translated the Book of Mor-

mon into Spanish. Subsequently,, by
instruction of ttve leading authorities
of the Church, the translation was re-

vised under the direction of Apostle
Moses Thatcher, by Elders J. Z. Stew-art,-

G.TreJo and A. V. Aoy; The last
named, a Spaniard, a man of liberal
education and a practical printer, had
in the meantime j Dined the Church and
was of special use in the publication
of the volume, thy production being
an excellent work.

Thus the means of carrying forward
the work ot extending the truth are
provided by ProviJence in a simple
yet remarkable way Just at the oppor-
tune time when required. The time
must come when adequate facilities
for carrying the message of the Gospel
to the Jews will be lorthcomiog, the
proclamation ia this dispensation be-I- n

first to the Gentiles and then to
the IIou3a ef Israel.

SELF CONTRADICTORY.

During the straggle for the Presi-
dency, the Kepubllcans will find it
very difficult to reconcile two parts of
the Chicago platform. As originally
constructed this discrepancy did not
appear. The conflicting element was
an aitertaougot, ana was nurranea
into the structure without due de
liberation. It was designed to catch a
certain class of voters, as nearly every
distinct part of the mosaic way, and
its probable effect In that direction
recommended It To the crowd and shut
their eyes to its lack of harmony with
other parts.

The platform declares Ln favor of
repealing the tax on tobacco and "the
tax upn spirits used in the arts and
for mechanical purposes;" and, in
case there shall remain a larger rev
enue man is requisite ior tne wants
of the government," the "entire re-

peal of internal taxes." This means,
if It means anything, free whisky ; It
sigoifies the release of liquor from any
Internal revenue tax.

The added plank, tacked on to at
tract the Prohibitionists, is this: "The
Republican party sympathizes with
all wise and well-directe- d efforts for
the promotion of temperance and
morality." If this means anything it
means sympathy with the Prohibition
movement. Read the two declara-
tions together, and their lack of fitness
wiil at once appear.

Of course a great deal depends
upon what are "wise and well
directed efforts for the pro-
motion of temperance and moral
ity." The Prohibition people think
their movement is the one) thing need
ful in that direction, aad will interpret
the language to signify sympathy with
their cause. And that it was so in-

tended, for them, there can be no
doubt. But free whisky and prohibi-
tion are not horses of the fame color
nor of the same breed, and will not run
very well together in names?.

The resolution on temperance was
sprung upon the convention in such a
way that it could not well be rejected,
for its rejection would have been con-
strued as adverse to the Prohibition-
ists', and would have made enemies of
them instead of friends. Therefore
there was nothing, left to do but adopt
it, though the trainers of the platform
had carefully avoided the issue in their
skilfulL efforts to cater to the various
factions and coteries throughout the
country, and thought the promise . of
free whisky would be far more enticing
and profitable than aa attempt to
please the advocates of Prohibition.

Tfcere is always --some wis, -- acre,
anxious for distinction, ln these large
assemblies, who thrusts forward ill--
considered notions or personal hob
bles for public endorsement. It would
have been awkward to sit down on the
proposer of the temperance resolution
at Chicago but we believe it would
have been toore prudent for the party
than the insertion of the inconsistent
plank in the body of the platform.

MIGHT II A VIS BEEN A 'JIYS- -
. TKUY."

Tiik people of Portland, Maine, were
startled a few nights ago by a strange
light which suddenly illuminated the
town about ten o'clock. It presented
the appearance of a luminous cloud, at
a distance above the bouses pi about
one hundred feet. Various specu
lations were indulged la and some
fears.. The superstitions found in It
aa opportunity for predictions of evil,
and it might have passed for a super-nation- al

"sign," 11 lone investigating
spirit bad not looked closer at the
phenomenon than the multitude. His
bouse was high, and he went oa to thtf
roof and gazed at the glowing mass.
He found to bis astonishment that it
waaabig swarm ot lightning bugs,
moving slowly in a body towards the
north. Moral: Look closely into

mysteries;" things often "are not
what they seem."

Tbis summer, thus far, as relating to
the weather, has been one of the most
eccentric on record. It has constantly
alternated between hot and cold.
