Thetrees are knewa to live a hun-
dred yvears and bear every vear., Dat
to the pelnt, The crop thls year
averages three sacks to the tree, wkich
would be 441 sacks, cach running 60
pouunids. The ectire crop can be soid
at 1U cenis a pound, er ¥ a sack, mak-
ing tke vield 32,646 for the flve acres,or
about #5330 an acre. Deduoct from this
the cost of tbe sacks, at nine cents
cach, aod It would leave $2,606. This
1s about all the sutlsy. The owner ls
zenerally saved the trouble of shisping
thern, as the buyer purchases them on
1 the ground.

Walnuts are far easier grown than
oranges. “They don'taecd balf the at-
tention. One man with'z team could
take care of ten acres aud have over
nalf his rime f{ree, When the trees
are younger other produca can be
grown better between them, Partles
who have seen these walauts say tbey
dre the best seen this year,  Sam alée
says that the trimmniogs ef the trems
furnishes hia house with all- the fire-
wood required.

_Gait of Criminals.

A duricus study has been made by
Dr. 'Peracchia of the differesce be-
tweed ernminals and Jlaw=ablding citi=
zens as exhibit by their walk (La
Huorma Medic® No, 147, 1857). The
author took & number of Ubﬂt'rVallUlJa‘
to determine the conditions of normal
progression, and found that in good
people the right pace is longer than
the left, the lateral separation of the
right foot from the median line isless'
3 than that of the left, and the apgle of
deviation ot the axis cf the foot from a
slraieht line I8 greater on the right
#ide than on the left. Bat this is not
all. Dr. Peracehia has not only ghown
us how we way distinguish criminals
in general, but has lald the beginnings
of the differential diagnosisa bhetweeon
varlous sorts ol evil-doers. The fol-
lowiangz are the distinguishing charac
teristics which his observations bave
enabiled him to formulate:

1. Thicves —ln those who are predis-
posed to appropriate the .property of
others, there is & pronounced widgn-
ing of the base of suppori, together
with a yery long step.

3. Assassins.—In those who have
murder in their hedrts, the base of
supportis not as wide as It is in
thieves, sioce the angle formed by the
axiz of the foot with the median line is
less obtuse, but tho sinistrality be-
trayed .by their tooiprints is very
marked,

These discoveries are of a4 very in-
teresting charactler, aud the American
Analyst suzgests that il the criminal
could be inducad ;to walk before the
honest man, instead of following bim
as he usually does, they might also be
pit Lo & practical use, for then good
citizens could disgnose the rogue by
tis tracks, and might thus be enabled
Lo escape rebbery or assassination, as
the case mizht ne,
