The CdZPe
special from Fresno eays: The line
of the totality of the eclipse of the
sun passed 10 miles north of this
placf 'ice weainerwas perrecuy
clear. At 15 minutei to 3 the first
contact ws 3 visible, and at 3.53 ob-

scuration became totaL ; As the last
ray-o-f the Bun disappeared a corona
Of Ir white light entirely encir-eli-ng

the moon Hashed into view,
brilliant at the edro . of the moon
and paling towards the out limiiof
the halo. Jfext along the border of
tne lower! leit tnira or tne moon
appealed on irrregular fringe - of
brilliant, fepeirkling, - primitive r red
and purple Jight, while , at the top
of the mdon was a bright, yellow
triangle of light equal to;the height
at one-six- th the diameter of the
disk. AS similar,' but smaller' tri- -

angle appeared at the centre of the
right side, and from the upper and
lower right sld were' "projected
broad, faint rays.-- This appearance
lasted 31 seconds. The corona re.
maineda few minutes longer, 'The
sun disappeared , behind , the coast
range before the eclipse had entire--.

Iv nassedt DurlDg abscuratlon, the
horses of Che party showed signs of
extreme uneasiness and tne fowls
of ,the neighboring ranches sought
their rocats. At Salinas where the
eclipse was also total the thermom
eter fell $ degrees during totality.
