Elder.Joseph A, Smith writes to the
Millennial Star from Berlln, under
date of August 22, 1845, as follows:

-

“Lastoight we held another public
meetlneg in the centre of the ¢city, which

was attended byabout 3% persons,
mostly of the upper classes. oe hall,
the adjoining roows, and the coart

were su crowded that many had to go
awny without heariog what was nﬂ:l.
I had the entire city thoroughly adver-
tised, our placarls appearing on all
Lthe walls ol Berlin. An lnspector of
police was there with lis asslistants
tuklng notes, and displayed a very
kindly bhearing toward us Two or
thiree times when somethiing bad been
spoken which caused commotion ingthe
audience, he stood up and demanded
order, although his duty does
not require him to do so, He
is slinply expected to take notes of
what Is sald, and when avything con-
Lrury Lo law is spoken, or the tumult is
Loo great, he must rise and dismiss the
meeting., This, however, he did not
do, slthough there was much exclte-
ment, I belleve some had been sent to
disturb us, but they did nol succeed.,
We Liad & splendid meeting, and many
were very much ioterested. [am sure
we shall make some good additions to
our Hranch, for where so many honest
people Investigate, there are sure to be
come humble ¢enough and of suficient
faith to receive the Gospel; but after
warning them we cun afford to leave
the result with God.
