Educate your child reu, and seek for
tboee to teacn tbem w ho nave faith
In Ood and In bl promisee, as well
aa Intelligence. I was talking with
Bro. Maeser, who Is principal, of
the Bngham Young Academy in
t'rovo. 1 saw tne students ro
tnrougn tneir rations exercises m
the several claeees, and I was con
gratulating bim upon the success,
when he remarked "There Is one
thing. Tres. Taylor, I will guaran
tee, that Is, that no Infidels will go
from my school." He would teach
tbem the Gospel, and inculcate Its
principles, which are so -- far ad
vanced or innoeiity tnat it would
bave to bide It hoary bead In shame
before the light glory and Intelli-
gence that come from God, and
that exist In all bis work, and
that fool do not comprehend.
